
SCOUTING THE MARYLAND TERRAPINS
	 Coach Brenda Frese brings No. 22 Maryland to Lincoln after ending a rare four-game losing streak that included three 
consecutive home losses. The Terps lost overtime battles to No. 10 Iowa and No. 25 Washington (2OT) before falling to 
unranked Oregon last Sunday in College Park. Maryland got back on the winning track with an 86-70 victory at No. 12 
Michigan State on Wednesday in East Lansing.
	 Oluchi Okananwa, a 5-10 junior transfer from Duke, leads the Terps with 17.3 points, 5.5 rebounds and a team-best 2.0 
steals per game. She owns 10 20-point performances this season, including a career-high 34 in the win over Indiana (Jan. 
4). She had 23 points, four rebounds and five assists in Wednesday's win at Michigan State.
	 Indiana transfer Yarden Garzon has added 13.0 points and 4.2 rebounds as the only other Terp to join Okananwa in the 
starting five for all 24 games. The 6-3 senior guard from Israel is shooting 39.8 percent (66-166) from three-point range 
and 95 percent (19-20) at the free throw line. She had 16 points and five boards at Michigan State.
	 Saylor Poffenbarger, who is in her second season at Maryland after transfers from UConn and Arkansas, is averaging 10.5 
points and 6.3 rebounds. Poffenbarger had 13 points, eight rebounds, three assists and four steals against the Spartans 
Wednesday. She also hit 3-of-7 threes at MSU after going 6-for-31 from long range the previous six games.
	 Isimenme Ozzy-Momodu, a 6-3 redshirt junior transfer from Gulf Coast State, has added 8.0 points and a team-best 
6.8 rebounds. The NJCAA All-American is shooting 55.6 percent from the floor.
	 The Terps have been without guard Bri McDaniel all season and lost Kaylene Smikle to injury after she played seven 
games with five starts (13.1 ppg). They also lost freshman Lea Bartelme to an ACL injury in the fourth game this season.

HUSKERS AIM FOR TOP 25 WIN OVER TERPS
	 Nebraska returns home hoping to rebound from losses against current top-10 
Big Ten opponents when the Huskers meet AP No. 22 Maryland today at Pinnacle 
Bank Arena.
	 The game with the Terrapins, who are 15th in the current NET rankings, will be 
the third in a string of five consecutive games for the Huskers against current top-20 
NET opponents.
	 Britt Prince and Amiah Hargrove led the Huskers at No. 8 Michigan on Wednesday, 
as the sophomores each scored 16 points. Fellow sophomore Petra Bozan put three 
Huskers in double figures with 12 points off the bench.
	 Nebraska welcomed the return of Jessica Petrie, who had missed the previous 
two games because of illness. Petrie, who started NU's first 20 games this season, 
came off the bench to score seven points in a somewhat limited role at Michigan. 
The Huskers are hoping Petrie is closer to full strength today against the Terps.
	 Maryland also spent Wednesday in Michigan, running to an 86-70 win over No. 
12 Michigan State in East Lansing. The victory for the Terps snapped a four-game 
losing streak. The Terrapins have been in a similar stretch to the Huskers. Losers of 
five of six games prior to the win over the Spartans, Maryland's game against the 
NET 24 Huskers will be its eighth straight against a current NET top-32 team.
	 The Terps opened the season 14-0 and climbed as high as No. 7 in the AP 
Poll before suffering a 73-70 New Year's Day loss at Illinois. They were 4-2 in the 
conference after a road win at USC, but losses to No. 3 UCLA, No. 10 Iowa, No. 
25 Washington and NET 21 Oregon put Maryland below .500 in the league before 
Wednesday's win at No. 12 Michigan State.
	 Maryland has battled injuries to stay in the middle of the pack in the Big Ten, 
but the Terps are still averaging 83.3 points per game while holding opponents to 
61.7 points. They own a plus-10.5 rebound margin and a plus-4.0 turnover margin 
on the season.

SERIES HISTORY WITH MARYLAND
	 • Maryland leads the all-time series with Nebraska 16-4, but the Huskers have 
won four of the last five meetings, including a 91-71 win over the No. 17 Terps in 
the last meeting in College Park (Feb. 13, 2025).
	 • Britt Prince (13), Jessica Petrie (11), Logan Nissley (11) and Callin Hake (10) all 
started and scored double figures in last year's win, while Alexis Markowski added 
a double-double with 20 points and 11 rebounds. Alberte Rimdal put six Huskers in 
double digits with 15 points off the bench. Saylor Poffenbarger (8) is the only Terp 
returning to the lineup from last year. Current Husker Emily Fisher added eight points 
for the Terps off the bench. Ava McKennie and Mir McLean are the only other active 
Terps who played in last year's game.
	 • In the last meeting at PBA, Nebraska notched an 87-81 win over Maryland 
(Dec. 31, 2023) for the Huskers' first-ever victory over the Terps in Lincoln. Later in 
the 2023-24 season, Nebraska battled to a 78-68 victory over the Terps in the Big 
Ten semifinals in Minneapolis (March 9, 2024).
	 • Maryland leads the all-time series in Lincoln, 7-1, and carries a 7-2 edge over 
the Huskers in College Park. The Terps also own a 2-1 advantage on neutral courts, 
but Nebraska has won the most recent meeting on all three courts.
	 • Today's game marks the 19th time in 21 meetings that Maryland has been 
ranked in the AP Top 25 at game time.
	 • Nebraska's first meeting with Maryland came in the 2008 NCAA Tournament 
second round in College Park - a 76-64 Maryland win.

2  Logan Nissley needs one made three-pointer to match Anna DeForge and Natalie 
Romeo in eighth on Nebraska's career three-point list with 155. Nissley has hit 40-of-88 
three-pointers this season (.455).

3 Nebraska has hit 10 or more three-pointers 55 times in the last 164 games, including 
six times in 2025-26. NU hit 13-of-40 in a win over Omaha (Dec. 9), 12-of-19 against 
Purdue (Jan. 4), 12-of-29 at Penn State (Dec. 6) and 11-of-21 threes in a win over 
Northwestern in the Huskers' last appearance at PBA (Jan. 28). Nebraska also sank 10-
of-28 against Creighton (Nov. 12). Nebraska hit double-digit threes 10 times in 2024-25, 
including a school-record 20-of-34 threes in a win over South Dakota at the Sanford 
Pentagon in Sioux Falls (Nov. 16, 2024). Nebraska also tied a Pinnacle Bank Arena 
record last year by hitting 16-of-32 threes in a win over Wisconsin (Jan. 20, 2025).
