NEBRASKA VS. KANSAS STATE

o Nebraska and Kansas State have met 295 times on the
diamond, with the Huskers holding a 175-120 lead over the
Wildcats in the all-time series.

o Nebraska and K-State faced off earlier this season at the
Amegy Bank College Baseball Series at Globe Life Field, where
the Wildcats came away with a 5-3 victory over the Big Red.

IN THE POLLS

o Nebraska appeared at No. 24 in the D1Baseball rankings and
No. 22 in Perfect Game's Top 25 after going 4-1 last week at
Wichita State and Michigan.

o The No. 24 ranking is the program's first top-25 appearance
since spending the first two weeks of the 2025 campaign
in the polls, where the Huskers debuted at No. 24 in the
preseason and rose to No. 23 in week two.

o Nebraska is one of four Big Ten teams to appear in the
rankings this week, with UCLA (No. 1), USC (No. 12) and
Oregon (No. 20) also landing spots in D1Baseball's Top 25
poll.

BENDER GETS THE NOD ON TUESDAY NIGHT
 Sophomore Pryce Bender is set to toe the rubber and make
his third start of the season tomorrow night at Kansas State.

o Bender is 0-0 on the season and has compiled a 4.26 ERA
and seven strikeouts in 12.2 innings of work, while opposing
hitters have posted a .229 batting average against the right-
hander.

BIG RED SET FOR SIXTH MIDWEEK MATCHUP

o Nebraska comes into Tuesday night's tilt at Kansas State with
a 5-0 record in midweek games this season.

e In the five midweek contests, the Husker offense is batting
.337 at the plate with 12 doubles and two home runs while
scoring 8.4 runs per game.

eThe NU pitching staff has recorded a 2.30 ERA and a 4.58
strikeout-to-walk ratio while limiting opponents to a .201
batting average in the midweek games.

NOTABLES ON THE 2026 CAMPAIGN

e With wins against No. 7 Auburn and No. 16 Florida State this
season, the Big Red are 8-5 against ranked opponents in the
last two seasons.

e The Huskers have recorded three walk-off victories this
season. Going back to the final three weeks of the regular
season in 2025, the Big Red have totaled seven wins in walk-
off fashion.

e Nebraska has run-ruled their opponent four times and has
scored 10-plus runs six times through 21 games this season.
e The NU pitching staff has recorded 14 strikeouts in four
of the first 24 games this season, after totaling just six such
performances combined in 2024 and 2025.

e Joshua Overbeek has reached base safely in 25 consecutive
games going back to last season, while Mac Moyer has reached
base safely in all 23 games he has appeared in this season.

e Cooper Katskee is off to a strong start for the NU pitching
staff and ranks 10th nationally with a 0.74 WHIP and is 22nd
in strikeout-to-walk ratio (8.50), 36th in hits allowed/9 inn.
(5.26) and 41st in walks allowed/9 inn. (1.40).

e Dylan Carey ranks among the top 10 of DI's active career
leaders in four categories, including second in at-bats (763),
third in doubles (55), fifth in games played (199) and eight
in hits (220).

e Dylan Carey was named to the Brooks Wallace Award Watch
list, while Ty Horn and Gavin Blachowicz landed on the Pitcher
of the Year Award Watch List.

e The Big Red is 9-0 in home games this season, recording
their best home start since opening the home slate with an
11-0 record in 2015.

o Nebraska is one of five teams nationally to be ranked in the
top 35 in all three facets of the game.

o The Huskers are ranked 31st in batting average (.313), 34th
in earned run average (4.00) and 22nd in fielding percentage
(.982).

CAREY'S RBI PRODUCTION LEADS HUSKER OFFENSE

o Dylan Carey has been the leader of the NU offense this
season, hitting .394 at the plate with eight doubles, two
triples, six homers, 31 RBl and 21 runs scored.

o The senior leads the Big Red with 14 multi-hit performances
and eight multi-RBI contests this season.

o With one game to spare, Carey is the sixth Husker since
2005 to drive in 30-plus runs in Nebraska's first 25 games to
start the season, joining Josh Caron (2024), Brice Matthews
(2023), Max Anderson (2023), Adam Bailey (2009, 2010) and
Brandon Fusilier (2005).

IMPROVED TIMELY HITTING SPARKS NU OFFENSE

o Improved timely hitting in key situations has helped boost
the offensive numbers from last season to this season for the
Big Red.

e Hitting with runners in scoring position, runners on base
and two outs has played a large part in Nebraska's 18-6 start
this season.

e Carey has averaged 62 hits per season over the last two
seasons, which would put him just outside NU's all-time top
10 if he were to reach that average again in 2026.
e Before Carey, the Huskers had five players join the 200-
hit club since 2015, including second-round draft picks Max
Anderson (2021-23) and Ryan Boldt (2014-16).

® Proven to be one of the nation’s top pitching coaches at the
collegiate level, Rob Childress has produced 25 All-Americans
and 41 top-10 round draft picks in his 26 seasons directing the
pitching at Nebraska and Texas A&M.

o Under his tutelage, 84 pitchers have been drafted or signed
as free agents during his time with the Huskers and Aggies.

o Childress' pitching staffs have finished in the top-15 in the
country in ERA eight times since 2000, including top-three
finishes on three occasions. Five of his pitching staffs have
finished in the top-25 nationally in strikeouts per nine innings
since 2010, including four times in the top 10.

® In his 10 seasons at the helm of the NU pitching staff, the
Huskers have produced seven of the top 10 single-season
strikeout totals in school history, including a school-record
538 strikeouts in 2005. The NU pitchers fell 11 punchouts shy
of tying the school record in 2024, compiling the second-most
strikeouts in program history with 527 strikeouts.

o Childress’ pitching staffs have completed 11 seasons with
a walks-per-innings below three, including a season-low 2.51
walks/9 inn. at Nebraska in 2000 and Texas A&M in 2011.

One of the catalysts in Nebraska baseball's rise to national
prominence in his playing days, Will Bolt returned to his alma
mater as former athletic director Bill Moos named Bolt the
24th head coach of the Husker baseball program on June 14,
2019.

Bolt has 17 years of NCAA Division | coaching experience,
having served in assistant coaching roles at Texas A&M and
Nebraska. Bolt also spent four years as the head coach at
Texarkana College.

Since taking over the Huskers, Bolt has led the Big Red to
three conference titles and three NCAA Regional appearances
in the last five seasons.

Nebraska made back-to-back regional appearances for the
first time since 2016-17 in 2025 after Bolt led the Huskers
to back-to-back Big Ten Tournament titles and six wins over

Nebraska's 2020 season - Bolt's first at the helm -- was cut
short due to the COVID-19 pandemic.

Bolt spent five seasons as an assistant coach at Texas
A&M in 2015-19, where the Aggies went 219-98-1 with five
consecutive NCAA Regional appearances, three regional titles,
an SEC Tournament title in 2016 and an appearance in the
2017 College World Series.

Bolt's primary functions on the Aggie staff included
coordinating the offensive game, mentoring the infielders
and serving as third base coach. The Aggies finished in the
top-25 nationally in batting average twice under his tutelage
and finished in the top five of the SEC in hitting or runs scored
in four of his five seasons with the Aggies.

A'scorigami is a scoring combination that has never happened before. Generally associated with the NFL, the term was coined by SB Nation sportswriter Jon Bois in 2016. Through the 2025
season, there have been over 1,095 unique scores ("scorigamis") in NFL history.

o Through 4,193 games in Nebraska baseball history, there have been 402 unique score combinations.

 The most common score is 3-2 (148 occurrences), followed by 4-3 (136 occurrences).

o Five of the six most common scores are one-run games, with the exception of 5-3 (103 times).

o With 79 occurrences, a 3-2 win is the most common result for Nebraska baseball, followed by defeats of 3-2 and 4-3 with 69
occurrences each.

o Since 2000, there have been 20 scorigami scores, including the most recent occurrence of Florida’s 17-11 win over Nebraska
in the Stillwater Regional in 2024.

o Five runs scored (423 occurrences) is the most common for the Huskers, while three runs scored (508 occurrences) is the most
common for opponents.
