Oral Exam = 25% 

Aural Exam = 20% 

Reading Comprehensions = 30% 

Written Expression = 25% 

 

Ordinary Level 

Oral Exam = 20% 

Aural Exam = 25% 

Reading Comprehensions = 40% 

Written Expression = 15%
