Most pens had a small number of fish with physical damage this appeared to be predominantly damage to the eyes. Most
affected fish were deeper in the water, still actively swimming or too far away to be removed. Two lethargic fish were able to be
removed which had both eyes missing. These fish appeared to be in good condition apart from the missing eyes. They were
opened up but no gross pathology was observed so no samples collected. The site manager suspected the damage was
related to recent mechanical treatments. Fish sampled for VMD appeared healthy.
