Cleanerfish delivery was supposed to be earlier, however other Loch Duart Plc sites were
prioritised instead as sea lice numbers were higher elsewhere at the time. Sea lice numbers became elevated on site in week 37
(4.67 adult females/fish), by then the cleanerfish delivery had been completed and the company decided to allow 2 weeks for the
cleanerfish to have an effect on the lice load. By week 39 the sea lice counts had risen to 7.52 so a Salmosan treatment was
planned for week 40. This could not be completed due to weather, and was therefore postponed to week 42 (other sites in the
area are also currently affected by high lice loads and therefore treatments need to be prioritised among farms).

Ongoing strategy for the prevention, control and reduction of lice:

Salmosan, freshwater and FLS treatments will be ongoing to establish and maintain control over lice numbers on site. Cleaner
fish stocking strategies will also be maintained. The Kvaloy is now chartered full time to Loch Duart Plc and an adjustable grader
is to be fitted to facilitate the easier removal of cleaner fish from pens (so cleaner fish and FW treatments can be used
simultaneously). Currently only fish above an average size of 2.8kg can be removed. The Aqua Viking will also be available full
time for treatments from the 28/10/25. Tarp treatments will also be available but as a last resort dependent on weather and tidal
conditions.

The main population appeared in good condition, shoaling deep in the water column and with a good feeding response. A small
number of lethargic fish were observed and 2 dead fish were seen on site. The lethargic fish appeared to be mostly runts. Skin
abrasions along the flanks and head damage could be observed on these fish and on a small amount of the main population. No
fish with red heads observed. Some of the fish removed for the sea lice counts had evidence of skin damage, especially between
the anal and pelvic fin, however there was evidence of treatment/cleanerfish clearance as most of these areas were clear of
parasites.

An enhanced sea lice inspection to ascertain the levels of sea lice and for assessing
the measures in place for the prevention, control and reduction of sea lice was
conducted in accordance with the Aquaculture and Fisheries (Scotland) Act 2007.

The visit consisted of an inspection of records with regards to sea lice, the stock on
site, site procedures with regards to sea lice and the provision of advice.
