Additional Case Information:

Site thermometer used due to operators biosecurity. Smolt unit currently 120C and Comp hatch 7.50C

Fish showed good feed response and were observed shoaling well. 2 to 3 dead observed per tank, these were against the
screen and were being removed. Site manager reported there had been some fungus in some trays within the Comp hatchery,
treated with Aquacen and picked deformities from the worst affected trays, which resulted in mortalities reducing 6 fold.

No issues noted at time of inspection, site never fully fallow, operates set pattern of S1's and S0's. The Smolt unit fallows
between April to June and the comp hatchery usually fallows between November to mid January. This was reported to be
working well. Site filters water and treats with both UV and ozone, no issues reported with water quality

Fish sampled for VMD appeared in good condition, currently vaccinating stock and splitting down to fallow tanks to reduces
stocking densities. All stock on sites is sent to either Ness of Copister or Balta Isle.
