The trial
itself is stll a long way off with
some observers L‘ﬁlillmlillg that it
could be another month before
selection of a jury begins. The
purpose of these hearings is to
determine what evidence will be
suppressed from the actual trial,
since It now appears that much
of the evidence seized by police
on the morning of 2 Apnil, 1969
was obtained without search
warrants.

21 members of the Black
Pancher Party, 13 of whom are
now being brought to trial.
