Business Challenge/What is driving the project?Homeward Bound primarily rescues pregnant dogs, or dogs that have just delivered
their puppies. Too often these dogs end up being considered unadoptable by shelters and are often euthanized, as few rescue
organizations are willing to take them in. In order to keep this animal rescue going, the organization relies on help fromwithin the
community. Newmethods for educating the community about how they can help, and showcasing what HBAR does, are needed to help
increase the amount of donations and volunteers. By putting together somemicrolearning deliverables for HBAR, I can create a learning
solution that will help to spread the word about what Homeward Bound’s focus in the rescue community is, and ways in which people
can help to support their efforts. The solution to this business challenge will be a short presentation that members of HBAR can show at
churches, schools, and on their Facebook page andwebsite to educate the community about their mission to help these homeless
pups.

Pregnant dogs are with Homeward Bound
for at least threemonths. During this
time a few things will happen. Momma
dogs will become fully vetted and spayed.
They will also become fully
house-trained, crate-trained, and leash
trained, ensuring readiness for her future
home.When her puppies are born, they
will enter the world in a safe, caring
environment where their days are filled
with love. The goal is to ensure these
puppies start life on the right path, never
having to feel fear or a need that cannot
be provided. From the get-go, newborn
puppies are kept in heated whelping
nests until they are four weeks old. They
will then be given vaccinations, multiple
scheduled wormings, a health
certification fromHomeward Bound’s
veterinarian, and amicrochip, all in
preparation for their adoptions. All the
while, volunteers and foster families get
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to know themommas and puppies very
well, which allows the puppies to be
placed in the proper homeswhere they
can thrive.
