It is just about one year ago that a similar hearing for similar reasons

relating to the Elm Club was conducted by the Medway Board of Selectmen.

At that time I believe the Board conducted a very objective, professional
and fair hearing. It may even be concluded that the Board was more partial
to the current and future business potential of the club than to the

overall well being of the immediate neighborhood. The result of that
hearing was that the club would continue to conduct business at the same

site in Medway.

Coincidental with the Board’s decision at that time were a number of stated

"promises", conditions and "good will" attitudes that would govern and
control all future business conduct at the Elm Social Club. The owners/
managers of the club offered those conditions and attitudes of business

conduct to the Town during that hearing.

It is my personal belief that the owners/managers of the Elm Social Club,

for whatever reasons, have failed in their responsibility to the Town of
Medway and it's residents.

In the overall, the Town enjoys an excellent relationship and co-existence
with our Business Community which I believe is second to none in it's

attitude of community responsibility. It is grossly unfair to other business

people that one business, the Elm Social Club, should demand so much official

attention, exhibit such an obvious disregard for responsibility to taxpaying
neighbors and impose unreasonable time and effort needs on our Police
Department.

It is equally unfair to the general population and taxpayers of Medway. Our
town budgets, which are set and voted by our residents, are intended to be

used such that the broadest possible population gains advantage from each

expenditure. It is not intended that one business, or small group, require
an unreasonable amount of official attention and contribute unequally to our
Town's cost of doing business.



It is my personal opinion that the owners/managers of the Elm Social Cluh

have not yet reached that level of "business maturity that include^ an

attitude of constant responsibility to the community as it relates to

their right to conduct business in our tovn. I further believe, based on

past history and current problems, that they -will never reach the proper

level of business maturity to conduct business in the Town of Medway.

In the interest of our community, and I believe the greater majority of

our residents, I respectfully request that you deny the Elm Social Club

the privilege of continuing business in the Town of Medway.

additional bonding to obtain low cost construction
for addional sewers or finish project with intent to
incur higher costs for phase four at a later date.

According to Board of Health member Paul Wilson
the need exists for sewering in the phase four area
(southwest part of West Medway).

Gardner Rice, and other members of the Sewer/water
Board said they have reservations about asking for
additional funding, but in terms of economic feasiblity
as a result of loans and grants they felt the voters

should be given a chance to exercise their option
on the issue as the Town will never see "5%" interest
rates again.

Treasurer Frederick Lee urged caution,that while,
school bonds, were being retired within the next
few years, other town expenses were expected to rise
and with the limits of "2 1/2" the town should be
careful regarding long-term commitments.

It was agreed by all that Phase
III B will be proceeding as soon as the engineering agreement is
approved by FmHA. We intend to hold the $2,100,000 loan and $696,000
grant for this purpose.

For FmHA to hold the $2,605,600 loan, action is needed to proceed as
soon as possible with Phase IV rather than waiting for coirpletion of
Phase III B as originally planned. It was decided, therefore, that
FmHA will give the town until January 1, 1983, to have phase IV
approved at a Special Town Meeting and ready to go to design.
Otherwise, the loan of $2,605,600 will be deobligated.

It should be noted that if a 50% state grant is received for Phase III
B, a good portion of phase IV costs will be covered by the $2,100,400
loan and $696,000 grant.

Regarding the use of FmHA funds for storm drainage work, this is an
eligible purpose for loan monies. Grant funds, however, cannot be
used for this purpose.

As you may know, Executive Order No. 215 directs all state agencies to with
hold ax-7ards of discretionary funding from those communities determined by this
Office to be unreasonably restrictive of housing. As we have already indicated
to Representative Marie Parente and to Paul Rivard of the Medway Industrial De
velopment Commission, the Town's Public Works Economic Development Grant could be
affected by the requirements of the Executive Order.

So as to avoid potential problems in processing your Public Works Economic

Development grant, we are informing Medway that according to records
our Office, it appears as though Medway is not at this time providing its fair
share of lower-income family housing. Our records indicate that,,while the Town
has 94 elderly units in two developments, there are no low-income family develop
ments in the community. This situation, if our records are accurate, could pose
a problem with respect to Executive Order No. 215.

We understand that
a joint family/elderly housing proposal, sponsored by the

Medway Housing Authority, is planned for development, but that certain obstacles

presently stand in its way. In particular, the Housing Authority (through its
agent) has filed an appeal with the State Housing Appeals Committee,
to certain conditions imposed by the Medway Zoning Board of Appeals.

We further understand that negotiations are now underway with respect to
tain conditions imposed on the development by the Board of Appeals, and that a
meeting is scheduled for October 21st, If the outstanding issues can be resolved,
the Town will have clearly demonstrated its commitment to housing for low-income

families. Prior to our making a determination regarding Medway's Public Works
grant, we would like to meet with Town officials to review progress made at the
October 21st meeting tox^ards resolving outstanding issues regarding that housing
proposal.

The Town accepts your proposal for establishing and operating a
Transfer Station and Recycling Facility at the site of the former
Landfill on Broad Street Extension. The following conditions are
to be part of the contract which will be accompanied by Use Of Land
to you of the appropriate parcel of town property.

That you provide the residents of Medway with a method of
solid waste disposal by a private enterprise financed by
reasonable user fees paid to you, the operator, for services
rendered at no expense to the Town of Medway beyond the
initial site preparation.

That you provide a compactor with a minimum of twcyyard hopper
with the accompanying roll-off containers with arrangements
for replacing the loaded containers with“dtiipty ones at such
frequency as to insure sufficient space for refuse received
during the hours the Transfer Station is open.

That you provide an open top roll-off container for the
receipt of trash not practical for disposal into the com
pactors for placement adjacent to the existing retaining
wall. This container to be replaced by an empty one at such
frequency as to insure sufficient space for refuse received
during the hours the Transfer Station is open.

That the hours the transfer station is open that there be at
least one employee present at all times to collect user fees,
direct traffic, supervise the disposal of refuse into either
the compactors or the roll-off container and activate the
compactors to incorporate the trash into the roll-off con
tainer.

The following day Mr. Price called me and said he totally
agreed with my letter, the meeting of December 9th would be
voided, and that a Special Meeting would have to be called to
evaluate and rate the developer proposals. There is in the
files of the Medway PHA a notice, dated December 16, 1981,
of the calling of that Special Meeting for December 22, 1981.
As further proof at a subsequent meeting on January 6, 1982
there was an Open Meeting during which I taped the majority
of its’ content. At that meeting the PHA Board Members were
to sign the certification to HUD certifying that the turnkey
proposal was selected based on an objective rating system, etc..
Mr. Hammer stated publicly at that meeting, ironically, in
defense of criticism from Chairman Kbmaniello and Vice Chairman
Hanlon of how thorough a review had been made, that "we went
through a complete analysis in Executive Session, that meeting
was voided, we went through another analysis in an Open Meeting
subsequent to that each developer got up and they were allowed
to add to that."

I summarize my opinion of the inaccuracies in the opinion
from Mr. Handverger to the Selectmen as follows:

1. An Executive Session was illegally called that was supposed to
stay in effect until the PHA's selected developer was
submitted to HUD. This was to be done with only six days
of review by the development manager and his staff and with
no input from competing developers other than their documents
as submitted. In my opinion, as the development manager had
been hired to administer the program this procedure probably
was part of his desired evaluation procedure.

2. The opinion states all members were present. I never saw
the Vice Chairman, Mr. Jerome A. Hanlon, although he may
have come in after the developers left.

3. The opinion states that "all bids received for the project
were evaluated, the bidders were present." The bidders had
come to the meeting hoping to hear the critique of their
proposals but were asked to leave. The total evaluations were
made that night to my knowledge without any developer present.

4. The statement about announcing a Special Meeting for
December 22, 1981 is, in my opinion, totally absurd. I base

Dear Sirs:

This letter is sent to your Board to acquaint you with the
views and concerns of a number of Medway residents, regarding

the proposed Elderly and Low-income Housing Project between
Maple and Pond Streets in this Town.

The several points which follow were brought before the
Medway Housing Authority during its regularly scheduled
meeting of January 13, 1982, and are here enumerated for your
consideration.

We believe that the selection of the Maple and Pond Street site
for the above noted project is not in the best interests of the
Town or the Housing Project tenants for the following reasons: -

1. A disproportionate density, or concentration of population
will be created at the site with one hundred units, offering a

potential population of 200 to 250 persons concentrated on a
parcel of land of slightly over seven acres, and for which
parcel area a zoning variance was recently granted for only
four house lots. It should be noted that the original site
specifications for this housing project called for an area of
fourteen to fifteen acres.

2, Public ways - Maple and Pond Streets - serving the site are,
according to official statements, inadequate for potential foot
and vehicular traffic, necessitating construction at Town
expense of new highways and sidewalks, with attendant land taking
procedures and costs. It is estimated that there will be 135
vehicles at the site.

3. No environmental studies have been undertaken to evaluate

the site's topographical or ecological features. One of these
factors, brought to the Authority's attention is that a brook
which runs through the proposed site is not shown on any plans
or maps now being used for approval studies of the project.

4. It is generally believed that the site chosen is wet land;
the Authority v;as unable to confirm or deny this, although it
is an important consideration.

5. Traffic flow, and its impact on not only Pond and Maple
Streets, but on such intersections as Winthrop and Main Streets,
Main and Pond Streets, and the intersection of Maple and
Winthrop Streets have not, according to the Authority ,  been
given any consideration to this time.

6, Town services - police and fire protection, water and
sewage - will obviously be increased to serve the project,
regardless of its location, with no offsetting revenue from
taxation or substantial financial assessments. Elderly Housing
and Low-income Housing facilities are exempt from taxation,
and the proposed project would be added to the already existing
elderly housing units in exempt status.

7. Difficulty of access to the proposed project by fire and
emergency vehicles is an obvious problem, and maneuvering
space on the project site itself, being extremely limited by
the small lot size could present even greater complexities in
an emergency.

Page Two

8. The impact upon the Town's school system and bus routes is
probably the most serious problem, as far as non-reimbursed
costs are concerned. A potential exists at this installation

of 50 to 125 pupils to be absorded by our school system with
no offsetting revenue to cope with Town expenses. The Housing
Authority has stated that it selected the Maple-Pond Street
site because of its proximity to the North Elementary School,
but there are no figures available establishing any ratios of
elementary, junior high or high school pupils, or those who may
attend vocational schools, for which the Tov/n is assessed. At a
time when the strictures of sharp budget reductions are causing
school closings and school staff reductions, an uncontrolled
school population explosion poses a substantial threat to the
Town's financial structure. Revisions and increases in school

busing will obviously be required, as it is highly unlikely
that all residents of the low-income housing units will be
sending their children to the North School.

9. No evidence was produced in answer to our inquiries as to
the degree of harmony that may or may not exist in units such

as the One proposed, wherein elderly and low-income residents

are confined to a small area, although great disparities in ages,
and possibly cultures may exist. It was brought to the Authority's
notice that similar projects have been constructed so as to
separate elderly from low-income housing, often to separate parts
of towns or cities, but apparently no such consideration
given at this site. It was suggested that a thorough study be
made of such sociological factors that may exist, and if there
are known problems, whether ot not the proposed project properly
addresses them.

was

10. The Maple and Pond Street site does not fulfill published
requirements of proximity to stores or shopping centers, public
transportation or other prescribed facilities.

11. The Maple and Pond Street site, comprising about slightly
over seven acres in area is about one-half of the original
specified area required by the project by the Housing Authority.

While some flexibility in area required might be understandably

necessary, a 100% departure from the specification seems to
be well outside such allowances.

12. The Medway Housing Authority has proposed to enter into an
agreement with the Department of Housing and Urban Develop=
ment to build a high-density cluster of buildings for elderly
and for low-income housing. This agreement is premised upon a
vote taken by the Medway Town Meeting on October 3, 1978, and
is duly recorded in the Town Report. A reading of the article
and the vote taken make it very clear that the subject matter
concerned was very strictly limited to low income housing
for the elderly. A cluster of elderly housing requires
completely different considerations, discussion and vote than
low-income housing which was in no way included in the article,
in no way included in the discussion, and obviously not
included in the vote. Any action taken beyond that authorized in
the article and vote would be unauthorized and therefore illegal
by any authority without a further specific authoriztion by the
Town to apply for and build low-income housing for others.
Both State and Federal Law clearly define the meaning of
"elderly" and therefore there is a clear dividing line between
providing housing for elderly people and housing for low-income
families. For all these reasons, the proposed contract between
the Medway Housing Authority and HUD is beyond the scope of the
article on the warrant in 1978 and clearly beyond the vote
taken on the article.
No further action should be taken without further consideration

and vote by the Town Meeting.

We appreciate the opportunity to present these concerns to your
Board.
