• Project is part of the overall 
water project, including 
water source upgrades

• Project has secured 
• 0% Loan
• $5,000,000 Grant

• If funds allow, the 
project includes 
replacement of the 
water main on Lake 
Flower from Brandy 
Brook Ave to Turtle 
Pond Road

• The highest priority 
area is the area 
around McKenzie 
Slough

• The majority of the 
work will require 1 
lane closure for 
relatively short 
distances

• Side streets can 
generally be 
accessed from 
neighboring streets

• Coordination will be 
needed for work in 
front of business 
driveways (time of 
year/time of day)

• Detour route 
discussions will 
occur as design 
progresses

• Connections to 
water mains on 
Pontiac Ave and 
Crossfield Rd will 
help minimize 
temporary water 
needs

• Water main location 
designed to minimize 
disruption to existing 
water mains

• Connections at side 
streets will be 
coordinated 

• Disturbed areas will 
be restored to meet 
preexisting condition

• Where applicable, 
restoration will 
coincide with 
recommendations 
from the Streetscape 
Study

• Specific property 
restoration will be 
worked out through 
the easement 
process
