    We would like to introduce you to Lester W. Kriesel, 
a very upbeat, funny and interesƟng man who has 
served Baldwin Township in various capaciƟes. 
Lester was born at high noon in Baldwin Township, 
just one mile east of the Baldwin Cemetery. He has 
lived here for over 31 years. In his youth, he worked in 
farming unƟl he joined the Air Force in 1951 where he 
served in the Korean War flying 24 missions as a tail 
gunner on a Boeing B-29. He served in the Air Force 
for 4 years. When he was discharged from the mili-
tary, he lived in Zimmerman unƟl he purchased his 
parents home in Baldwin Township. He married, had 
three children and worked at Hoffman Engineering for 
30 years. Among his many hobbies are Ɵnkering with 
tractors and riding motorcycles. 
    Lester began his service for Baldwin Township as a 
Town Board Supervisor in 1975, serving over 20 years. 
At that Ɵme there were only three supervisors on the Board and approximately 500 people in the township. Dur-
ing his Ɵme on the Board, Lester witnessed a lot of growth in our communiƟes populaƟon, largely due to the sale 
of farmlands to developers. With that growth came the need for increased road and community improvements. 
Around 1999, Lester became the Baldwin Township Cemetery sexton. His grandfather before him was the  
Cemetery Sexton for about 10 years; so, there isn’t much Lester does not know about the cemetery. According to 
Lester, one interesƟng fact is that our cemetery has Civil War veterans buried there! 
    We asked Lester to tell us what being a Cemetery Sexton involved. Before going through all his  
duƟes, he explained the difference between the words cemetery and graveyard. Although used interchangeable, a 
cemetery refers to burial grounds not associated with a church, whereas a graveyard refers to burial grounds lo-
cated on church property. He explained he is responsible for organizing burial needs, coordinaƟng with the  
funeral homes regarding arrival Ɵmes, verifying dimensions of monuments, ensuring compliance with  
appropriate cemetery rules and regulaƟons, maintaining records of burials, interments, gravesite purchases, 
marking for monument placements, as well as updaƟng the cemetery map. As evidenced by the above, the duƟes 
of a Cemetery Sexton are wide-ranging! 
    Baldwin Township’s Cemetery is located on the southeast corner of County Road 38 and County Road 19. The 
first part of the cemetery was donated to the township in 1876, and the second part was purchased in 1900. 
There is approximately 1,400 gravesites, with 94 sƟll available for purchase. Lester has also worked with the parks 
system for over 30 years.  

   He currently serves on the Park CommiƩee which makes 
recommendaƟons to the Town Board regarding new  
recreaƟonal needs in the Township.  Lester worked on the 
planning and development of Young Park and is presently 
working on the Goose Lake Park and trail. 
    When asked what some of the biggest changes he has 
seen over the years, he said it was the townships popula-
Ɵon growth and road improvements. Lester stated that 
township roads were once all gravel and snowplowed 
with a horse and buggy! 
    At 92 years old, Lester conƟnues to serve the residents 
of Baldwin Township with no signs of  slowing down.

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BALDWIN TOWNSHIP 
SNOWPLOWING AND ICE CONTROL POLICY 

Snow removal and/or ice control operaƟons will begin under the direcƟon of the Town Board and/or designated  
representaƟve. OperaƟons will begin when two or more inches of snow have fallen. It is the intent of the Township 
to complete plowing, widening and sanding operaƟons within 48 hours of the Ɵme the snowfall ceases. OperaƟons 
may be suspended during periods of limited or zero visibility. 
 

First Priority   Priority routes, high volume intersecƟons, hills and curves 
Second Priority  Stop intersecƟons, moderate volume intersecƟons 
Third Priority   ResidenƟal intersecƟons  
 

PROPERTY DAMAGE The Township will not be responsible for any of the following damage occurring during the 
normal course of snow removal from Township roads: 1) mailboxes or fences damaged by thrown snow or from 
improperly placed mailboxes per Postmaster policy; and 2) landscaping or objects within the Township road right-of
-way. 
 

RESPONSIBILITY OF RESIDENTS ResponsibiliƟes include clearing their own driveways, clearing areas for trashcans, 
clearing around mailboxes and newspaper delivery tubes. These areas should be cleared without deposiƟng any 
snow into the street. There also must not be any large piles, which obstruct vision of driveways. Trash cans must not 
be placed on the street surfaces. The Township will not clear private drives. 
 

Residents are reminded that it is against the law to plow snow from your driveway across a public road. 
(Minnesota Statute 160.2715 RIGHT-OF-WAY USE; MISDEMEANORS) 

 

Baldwin Townships Winter Parking Ordinance Is In Effect! 
With the winter season upon us, having clean and safe roads is even 
more important during this Ɵme.  To help ensure that our Township 
roads are plowed both safely and well, Baldwin Township’s Ordinance 
No. 110, SecƟon 6 requires that “no vehicle shall be parked upon any 
public roads, boulevards, ditches, and rights-of-way in the Town  
between November 1 through April 30, including and not limited to  
Saturdays, Sundays, and holidays.” 

 ELECTION JUDGES NEEDED FOR THE 2024 ELECTIONS  

Baldwin Township is looking for ElecƟon Judges for the upcoming 2024 elecƟons.  Each polling place is 
staffed on ElecƟon Day with ciƟzens who serve as ElecƟon Judges, carrying out elecƟon procedures.  

Before serving for an elecƟon, ElecƟon Judges must complete at least two hours of training which Is  

provided through Sherburne County. This training needs to be completed every two years.  

The Township pays ElecƟon Judges $18 an hour to aƩend the training sessions and perform ElecƟon Day 
duƟes.  Head Judges receive $20 an hour for ElecƟon Day duƟes. 

Becoming an ElecƟon Judge is a great way to serve your community and protect voters' rights.
