April 7 is the Spring Election and Preference
Primary.

Polls are open from 7 a.m. to 8 p.m.

Town of Wausau residents vote at the Town of
Wausau Municipal Building at 161484 County
Rd. Z.

You will need to bring a photo ID to be able to
vote.

A registration application may be submitted for
someone that is 17 and will turn 18 by election
day.

New residents of the town that have resided for
at least 10 days may register to vote.

Residents that have moved within the town or
have changed their last name must reregister.
Approved “proof of residency” must be provided
at registration.

Registration by mail. email,
(clerk@townofwausau.com) or online at
https://myvote.wi.gov is acceptable with the
required documents until 20 days prior to the
election date.

Registration can be done at the polls on election
day or in person at the clerk’s office.

"Early voting” in WI means to vote by absentee
either by mail or in person at the clerk’s office
(by appointment only).

A Wisconsin application for absentee ballot form
must be filled out and submitted to the clerk
along with a copy of a photo ID OR a ballot can
be requested online: https://myvote.wi.gov.

In person absentee voting information is located
at the town’s website:

In person absentee voting is never allowed on
the day prior to an election.

e An absentee ballot must be received back by the
closing of the polls on election day in order to be
counted.

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TOWN OF WAUSAU ANNUAL MEETING
TUESDAY, APRIL 21, 2020
7:00 P.M.

On Tuesday, April 21, the annual town meeting will
occur. The town chairperson is the presiding officer of
the annual meeting. The chair may allow anything to be
discussed at the meeting and the electors may give
advice to the town board. If the electors do not have
statutory authority to act on an item, any resulting vote
or advice is advisory to the board and not binding.

To vote at the town board meeting you must be over 18
years old, be a town resident, and be eligible to vote in
regular elections pursuant to Chapter 6 of the Wisconsin
Statutes. Property owners who are not residents are not
allowed the right to vote. The town chairperson should
acknowledge non-residents and allow them to speak,
but only qualified electors can vote. There is no
absentee voting or voting by proxy allowed. All actions
of the meeting must be by vote. Voting can occur by
paper ballot, show of hands, standing, or voice vote.
Electors vote on which voting method is preferred.

The minutes of the meeting must be filed in the town
clerk’s office within five days of the meeting. Wis. Stats.
60.80(1)(a) requires that the clerk post or publish the
minutes within 30 days of all resolutions, motions, or
actions adopted at the town meeting.

An agenda is not required. If the town board anticipates
bringing up a subject at the meeting, an agenda should
be posted or published to inform the people of the topic.

At the annual meeting, the residents will be asked to
approve the minutes of last year’s meeting. The town
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board presents the annual financial report. New
business as well as old business can be discussed.

The town annual and special meetings are meetings of

the electors. The powers that may be exercised by the

residents at a town meeting and that are binding on the

town are outlined in Wis. Stat 60.10. The actions can

include:

e Levy taxes to be spent by the town.

e Fix compensation of town offices.

e Combine certain town offices, such as clerk with
treasurer or clerk with assessor.

e Establish or abolish the office of constable.

e Establish election of town board members by means
of numbered seats.

Residents can grant authority to the town board to:

e Delegate the town board authority to levy the
property tax to be used for town purposes.

e Exercise village powers for increased regulatory
authority.

e Purchase land for town purposes, lease, or construct
buildings; and dispose of town real property.

e Authorize the town to exercise zoning authority in
counties with a zoning code using village powers.

We hope that you will attend the annual meeting and be
part of our town government!

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OPEN BOOK AND BOARD OF REVIEW

The Town of Wausau open book session will be held on
May 26 from 4:00 — 6:00 p.m. Board of Review is
scheduled for June 2 from 6:30 — 8:30 p.m. Both are
held at the Town Municipal Building.

If you have concerns regarding your property tax

assessment, this is your chance to ask questions. The

Board of Review can:

1. Adjust any assessments when they have been
proven incorrect by sworn oral testimony.

2. Correct any errors or omissions in the descriptions
or computations found on the assessment roll.

3. Check the assessment roll for omitted property and
double assessments.

For Wisconsin property owners who want to appeal their
property assessments, the first formal step in the appeal
process starts at the Board of Review. The property
owner must provide written or oral notice of intent to file
an objection to the Town Clerk at least 48 hours before
the Board of Review meeting. If the owner is requesting
that a Board of Review member be removed, that must
also be stated at this time along with an estimate of the
length of the hearing.

The property owner must complete a written objection
form and file it with the Town Clerk. This must be done
two hours prior to the meeting. This includes giving an
estimate of value and present factual evidence that
supports the opinion of value stated on the objection
form.

Please contact Kurt Moeller, Town of Wausau Assessor,
at 715/298-2061 for an appointment or to answer
questions about your assessment. You may also contact
Cindy Worden, Town Clerk, to schedule an appointment
at 715/297-1157. This is a single annual opportunity to
change an assessment if found unfairly assessed.

BE SURE TO TEST YOUR SMOKE AND
CARBON MONOXIDE DETECTOR

It is important to test your smoke and carbon monoxide
detectors frequently to make sure they are working and
replace the batteries when needed. If you do not have
these in your home, it is recommended purchasing and
installing them as soon as possible Please follow the
instructions as to when to replace these devices. The
rule of thumb is anything over 10 years old should be
replaced. Both items could save your life!

DRIVEWAY REQUIREMENTS

Below are the private driveway requirements needed
when installing or maintaining a driveway in the Town of
Wausau. These are established so that emergency
vehicles can safely access your property.

e Road width at the intersection of the driveway no
less than twenty (20) feet.

e Minimum width of 12 feet.

e (Clearance width at the intersection of no less than
twenty-four (24) feet.

e Steel or plastic culvert, if necessary, no less than
thirty (30) feet.

e Width clearance of sixteen (16) feet free of trees,
brush, wires or other potential obstructions for
access of emergency equipment.

e Height clearance of sixteen (16) feet free of trees,
brush, wires or other potential obstructions
necessary for access by emergency equipment.

e Slope away from the public road at a minimum of
one percent (1%) and a maximum of five percent
(5%) to prevent erosion onto the public road.

e Angle of any intersection of a town road and
driveway of ninety (90) degrees.

e Construction to withstand the weight of emergency
vehicles.

e At the end of the driveway a turn-around or some
other method for emergency vehicles to exit the
property shall be established prior to the permit
approval.

e Curves in the driveway shall have an inside radius of
not less than thirty-six (36) feet.

e Ditch to provide proper elevation to provide
adequate drainage.

e No vertical retaining walls of any type of
construction is allowed.

e Minimum standards are required for entry for
agricultural purposes into a field or woods that
border a town road.
