CHAPTER 2

MANUFACTURED AND MOBILE HOME COMMUNITY LICENSE, CAMPGROUND LICENSE, AND TEMPORARY OR SEASONAL RESIDENCE PERMIT ORDINANCE

SECTION I – TITLE AND PURPOSE
This Ordinance is entitled the “Town of Wheaton Manufactured and Mobile Home Community License, Campground License, and Temporary or Seasonal Residence Permit Ordinance.” The purpose of this Ordinance is to regulate by license or permit the installation, maintenance, and parking of mobile homes, manufactured homes, and camping units in the Town, the installation, construction, and maintenance of temporary or seasonal dwellings in the Town, and the construction, installation, operation, and maintenance of manufactured and mobile home parks and campgrounds in the Town to allow the Town to monitor the development of property within the Town in order to assure the proper assessment and taxation of and assessment of fees upon property within the Town and to assure the provision of fire and other emergency services to residents within the Town.

SECTION II – AUTHORITY

The Town Board has the specific authority under ss. 66.0119, 66.0435, 101.645, and 101.935, Wis. stats., and the Town's village powers under s. 60.22, Wis. stats., to adopt and enforce this Ordinance.

SECTION III – ADOPTION OF ORDINANCE

This ordinance, adopted by a majority of the Town Board on a roll call vote with a quorum present and voting and proper notice having been given, provides for the regulation by license or permit of the installation, maintenance, and parking of mobile homes, manufactured homes, and camping units in the Town, the installation, construction, and maintenance of temporary or seasonal dwellings in the Town, and the construction, installation, operation, and maintenance of manufactured and mobile home communities and campgrounds in the Town.

SECTION IV – DEFINITIONS

A.   "Campground" means any parcel or tract of land in the Town owned by a person, the State, or a local Government, that is designed, maintained, intended, or used for the purpose of providing sites for nonpermanent overnight use by 4 or more camping units, or by one to 3 camping units if the parcel or tract of land is represented as a campground.

B.   "Camping unit" means any portable device, no more than 400 square feet in area, used in the Town as a temporary or seasonal dwelling, including but not limited to a camping trailer, motor home, bus, van, truck, or tent.

C.   "Closed construction" means any building, building component, assembly, or system manufactured in such a manner that it cannot be inspected before installation at the building site without disassembly, damage, or destruction.

D.
“Dependant Unit” means a non-stick built dwelling including mobile homes, manufactured homes, manufactured dwellings or camping units that do not have a bathroom or shower and toilet facilities.
E.   "Manufactured and mobile home community" means a facility in the Town where two (2) or more of any combination of mobile homes, manufactured homes, manufactured dwellings, or camping units are installed or parked on a parcel for dwelling or sleeping purposes regardless of whether any charge is made for the accommodation, unless waived in writing by the Town Board.

F. 1. "Manufactured dwelling" means any structure or component of a structure that is intended for use as a dwelling and is any of the following:

a.   Of closed construction that is fabricated or assembled on site or off site in manufacturing facilities for installation, connection, or assembly and installation at the building site; or

b.   Of open construction that is made or assembled in manufacturing facilities away from the building site for installation, connection, or assembly and installation on the building site and for which certification is sought by the manufacturer.

     2.   "Manufactured dwelling" does not include any of the following:

a.   A building of open construction that is not subject to paragraph 1. b.

b.   A single- or double-width manufactured home or mobile home.

c.   A camping unit.

G. 1. "Manufactured home" means a structure that is designed to be used as a dwelling with or without a permanent foundation and that is certified by the Federal Department of Housing and Urban Development as complying with the standards established under 42 USC 5401 to 5425 and includes any additions, attachments, annexes, foundations, and appurtenances.

     2.   "Manufactured home" does not include any of the following:

a.   A manufactured dwelling.

b.   A camping unit.

H.   "Mobile home" means a vehicle manufactured or assembled before June 15, 1976, designed to be towed as a single unit or in sections upon a highway by a motor vehicle and equipped and used, or intended to be used, primarily for human habitation, with walls of rigid un-collapsible construction, which has an overall length in excess of 45 feet. "Mobile home" includes the mobile home structure, its plumbing, heating, air conditioning and electrical systems, all appliances and all other equipment carrying a manufacturer's warranty, and any additions, attachments, annexes, foundations, and appurtenances. "Mobile home" does not include any camping unit.

I.   "Motor home" means a motor vehicle designed to be operated upon a highway for use as a temporary or recreational dwelling and having the same internal characteristics and equipment as a mobile home.

J.   "Open construction" means any building, building component, assembly, or system manufactured in such a manner that it can be readily inspected at the building site without disassembly, damage, or destruction.

K.
“Non-Dependant Unit means a non-stick built dwelling that is prefabricated, including a manufactured home, manufactured dwelling, mobile home and camping unit that does have a bathroom or shower and toilet facilities.
L.
“Non-stick built dwelling” means a dwelling that is NOT stick built and is prefabricated, including a manufactured home, manufactured dwelling, mobile home and camping unit.

M.   "Temporary or seasonal dwelling" means any trailer camp dwelling, cabin, shack, cottage, manufactured home, manufactured dwelling, mobile home, camping unit, or similar structure constructed, installed, parked, or maintained on a parcel of land in the Town for temporary or seasonal human habitation, sleeping, lodging, shelter, or living quarters for recreation, camping, hunting, fishing, or travel on a temporary or seasonal basis. "Temporary or seasonal dwelling" does not include any of the following:

1.   A structure or dwelling unit that has proper and lawful septic or sewage, water, and electrical connections attached to the dwelling to properly service the projected occupants.

2.   A manufactured dwelling, mobile home, manufactured home, or camping unit that is used for permanent and year-round habitation, sleeping, lodging, shelter, or living quarters.

3.   Any hotel, tourist rooming house, motel, inn, or bed and breakfast establishment as defined in s. 254.61, Wis. stats.

4.   Any structure or dwelling constructed or installed and in compliance with the one- or 2-family dwelling code adopted under chapter 101, Wis. stats.

5.   A multi-family dwelling unit, including any apartment, town house, condominium, row house, nursing home, jail, prison, or community-based residential facility that has installed, conducted, and maintained sufficient and proper and lawful septic or sewage, water, and electrical connections to properly service the projected occupants of these facilities, as determined in writing by the Town Board, and with sufficient and proper minimum sleeping room square footage and total square footage to properly service the projected occupants as determined by the Town Board or its designee.

6.   Any dwelling unit used for temporary or seasonal habitation less than thirty (30) days in any calendar year.

N.   "Town" means the Town of Wheaton in Chippewa County, Wisconsin.

O.   "Town Board" means the board of supervisors for the Town of Wheaton, Chippewa County, Wisconsin, and includes designees of the board authorized to act for the board.

P.   "Town Clerk" means the clerk of the Town of Wheaton, Chippewa County, Wisconsin.

Q.   "Wis. stats." means the Wisconsin Statutes, including successor provisions to cited statutes.

SECTION V – TEMPORARY AND MOBILE DWELLINGS OUTSIDE MANUFACTURED AND MOBILE HOME COMMUNITIES

A.   No person on any parcel of land in the Town outside of a licensed manufactured and mobile home community or Park may construct, install, park, or otherwise locate, or cause the construction, installation, parking, or other location of, any temporary or seasonal dwelling, manufactured home, manufactured dwelling mobile home or camping unit for more than thirty (30) days in any calendar year without obtaining a Town Building Permit issued pursuant to the Town Building Control Permit Ordinance and compliance with the provisions of the Town Building Control Permit Ordinance, any County of Chippewa or Town Zoning Ordinance, any Town Comprehensive Plan, any other applicable Town Ordinances, and all applicable statutes and provisions of the Wisconsin Administrative Code. No person may occupy or permit the occupancy of any temporary or seasonal dwelling, manufactured home, manufactured dwelling, camping unit or mobile home, outside of a licensed manufactured or mobile home community or Park, unless a Town Occupancy Permit is issued under the Town Building Control Permit Ordinance is issued for the specific temporary or seasonal dwelling, manufactured home, or mobile home.

B.   This section does not apply to any of the following:

1.   Any manufactured dwelling, camping unit, mobile home or manufactured home parked temporarily at a place approved in writing by the Town Board and licensed by the State of Wisconsin to sell manufactured homes or mobile homes.

2.   Any camping unit parked or installed in a properly licensed campground.

3.   Any camping unit occupied for temporary or seasonal habitation outside of a licensed campground if parked or otherwise located on private property in a safe location with the approval of the owner of the property where parked or located for less than thirty (30) days in a calendar year.

4.   Any unoccupied camping unit parked or otherwise located outside of a licensed campground if parked or located on private property in a safe location with the approval of the owner of the property where parked or located.

5.   Any unoccupied camping unit parked or installed temporarily at a place approved in writing by the Town and licensed by the State of Wisconsin to sell camping units in the Town.

6.   Any temporary or seasonal dwelling residential unit occupied for habitation in the Town that is less than 100 square feet or any temporary or seasonal dwelling residential unit parked, installed, and maintained less than thirty (30) days in any calendar year if parked or located on private property in a safe location with the approval of the owner of the property where parked or located.

SECTION VII – MANUFACTURED AND MOBILE HOME COMMUNITIES

A.   Except for any manufactured and mobile home community or Park owned or operated by the County of Chippewa, no person, after the effective date of this ordinance, may install, operate, or maintain, or cause the construction, installation, operation, or maintenance of, any manufactured and mobile home community or Park in the Town unless the owner of the land occupied by the manufactured and mobile home community or Park or the operator of the manufactured and mobile home community or Park has been issued a Town Manufactured and Mobile Home Community License by the Town Clerk and has fully paid the annual license fee under s. 66.0435 (3) (a), Wis. stats., due the Town for the calendar year.

B.   No person, after the effective date of this ordinance, may construct, install, operate, or maintain, or cause the construction, installation, operation, or maintenance of, a manufactured and mobile home community or Park in the Town without compliance with all applicable statutes, provisions of the Wisconsin Administrative Code, including compliance with specific rental requirements established under the Wisconsin Administrative Code that are adopted as part of this ordinance by reference, any County of Chippewa or Town Zoning Ordinance, any Town Comprehensive Plan, this Ordinance, and any other applicable Town Ordinances. This shall include compliance with Wis. Stat. 101.935 Wisconsin Administrative Code ATCP SPS 125 and 326.
C. 1. Except as provided in paragraph 2, no person, after the effective date of this ordinance, may install, operate, park, or maintain, or cause the construction, installation, operation, or maintenance of, any manufactured home, manufactured dwelling, mobile home, or camping unit in any manufactured and mobile home community or Park in the Town without timely payment of the monthly parking permit fee as determined under s. 66.0435 (3) (c), Wis. stats. The manufactured and mobile home community licensee shall collect and timely pay the fee to the Town Clerk, pursuant to s. 66.0435 (3) (c), Wis. stats. Any manufactured and mobile home community or Park operator or owner who collects monthly parking permit fees may deduct for administrative expenses 2 percent of the monthly fees collected prior to payment to the Town Clerk. Fees shall be collected by the licensee by the fifth (5th) of each month and paid to the Town Clerk by the tenth (10th) of each month. The manufactured and mobile home community licensee is liable for the monthly municipal permit fee for any unit occupying space in the community or Park as well as the owner and occupant of each such unit, except that the licensee is not liable until the licensing authority has failed, in an action under ch. 799, Wis. stats., to collect the fee from the owner and occupant of the unit.

2.   Paragraph 1 does not apply to any manufactured home, manufactured dwelling, mobile home, or camping unit that is any of the following:

a.   An improvement to real property under s. 70.043 (1), Wis. stats.

b.   A recreational mobile home as defined in s. 66.0435 (1) (hm), Wis. stats.

c.   A camping trailer as defined in s. 340.01 (6m).

D.   Any licensed manufactured and mobile home community or Park operator or owner of land on which a manufactured and mobile home community or Park is located shall timely notify the Town Clerk of information requested in writing by the Town Clerk, including the number of all manufactured dwellings, mobile homes, manufactured homes, or camping units installed, parked, or removed at any specific time periods in the mobile home park. This information shall be provided by the owner of the land or the operator of the manufactured and mobile home community or Park within five (5) days after written request from the Town Clerk. The information requested shall be on a form provided by the Town Clerk.

E.   No person may in any manufactured and mobile home community or Park in the Town create or maintain, or cause or allow the creation or maintenance of, a public nuisance or a substantial threat or danger to the health or safety of the public, including to those persons who are occupants or tenants of the mobile home community or Park.

F.   No person, after the effective date of this ordinance, may construct, install, operate, or maintain, or cause the construction, installation, operation, or maintenance of, any manufactured and mobile home community or Park unless the manufactured and mobile home community or Park meets the following minimum construction, installation, and maintenance standards for the community and for every mobile home, manufactured home, manufactured dwelling, or camping unit to be installed or maintained in the manufactured and mobile home community or Park.
G.   No manufactured and mobile home community or Park, after the effective date of this ordinance, may be occupied at any one time by more than three (3) mobile homes, manufactured homes, or camping units, or a combination thereof, installed, maintained, or parked in the manufactured and mobile home community or Park. Manufactured dwellings shall be permitted for installation in a manufactured and mobile home community or Park only upon written approval of the Town Board. No other buildings or structures are to be constructed, installed, or used in the manufactured and mobile home community or Park for living quarters, sleeping, lodging, or any habitation unless approved in writing by the Town Board.

H.   The Town of Wheaton reserves the right to place special charges or special assessments on the land where the manufactured and mobile home community or Park is located to defray the costs to the town of services and materials furnished to the mobile home park.

I.
Location outside Parks. It shall be unlawful, except as provided in this Ordinance, for any person to park any non-stick built dwelling, including any mobile home, manufactured dwelling, manufactured home or camping unit on any street, alley, highway, or Town Road or other public place, or on any tract of land owned by any one person, within the Town of Wheaton, outside of manufactured and mobile home communities or Parks.

1. Emergency or temporary stopping or parking non-stick built dwelling is permitted on any street, alley highway or Town road for not longer than one (1) hour subject to other and further prohibitions, regulations, or limitations imposed by the traffic and parking regulations or Ordinances for that street, alley, highway or Town Road.

2. No person(s) shall park or occupy any such non-stick built dwelling, including any mobile home, manufactured dwelling, manufactured home or camping unit on any premises which is situated outside an approved Park or manufactured or mobile home community except, that a single family unit may be occupied within the Town of Wheaton outside of a licensed approved trailer park. However, there shall be no TRAILER placed upon a tract of land of less than five (5) acres. Said non-stick built dwelling must be placed on a tract of land solely for occupancy and application must be made to the Clerk of the Town of Wheaton giving the address of the applicant and the legal description of the land on which the non-stick built dwelling is to be parked. Said application must be made before said non-stick built dwelling is parked and occupied. Said non-stick built dwelling must be connected to water and sanitary systems which meet the approval of the Chippewa County Zoning Office. The parking of only one (1) unoccupied non-stick built dwelling in an accessory private garage, building or in a rear yard is permitted providing no living quarters shall be maintained or any business practiced in said non-stick built dwelling while such non-stick built dwelling is so parked or stored. However this section shall not be retroactive and any non-stick built dwelling which is removed from any parking site of a non-licensed Park shall not be replaced at any time with another non-stick built dwelling of any kind except as provided in this Ordinance.
J.
Permanent Occupancy. Units shall not be used as a permanent place of abode or as a permanent dwelling, or for indefinite periods of time except as provided in SECTION 3-L.  However, this section shall not be retroactive and any non-stick built dwelling which is removed from any parking site of a non-licensed Park shall not be replaced at any time with another non-stick built dwelling of any kind except as provided in this ordinance. 

K. 
Removal. Any action toward the removal of wheels except for temporary purposes or repair, or other action to attach the non-stick built dwelling to the ground by means of posts, piers or foundation shall subject the non-stick built dwelling to the requirements of the Zoning Ordinance as well as this Ordinance.
L.
License for Park, Application and Issuance. 

1.
It shall be unlawful to establish, operate or maintain or permit to be established, operated or maintained upon any property owned, leased or controlled by him, a manufactured, mobile home community or Park within the limits of the Town of Wheaton without having first obtained a license for each such manufactured, mobile home community or Park from the Town Board pursuant to this ordinance.  Such license shall expire one year from the date of issuance, but may be renewed under the provisions of this ordinance for additional periods of one year. The license fee shall be $50.00 for each 50 spaces or less, and no more than two (2) permanent manufactured home, mobile home community or Park licenses and two (2) overnight or transient camp licenses shall be issued. It shall be unlawful for any person, business or corporation to operate or maintain a manufactured home, mobile home community or park having more than 50 mobile homes, manufactured dwellings or camping units in a mobile home community or park and no license shall be issued for any camp or proposed camp or park having more than 50 trailers or 50 spaces for trailers. 

2.
The application for such license shall be filed with the Town Clerk for a mobile home park for a two year term for a fee of $200.00. 

3. 
The application for a license or renewal thereof shall be made on forms furnished by the Town Clerk and shall include the names and address of the owner in fee of the tract (if the fee is vested in some other person other than the applicant, a duly verified statement by that person that the applicant is authorized by him to construct or maintain the manufactured and mobile home community or Park and to apply for the license) and such a legal description of the premises, upon which the Park is to be or is located and will readily identify and definitely locate the premises. The application shall be accompanied by two copies of the Park plan showing the following either existing or as proposed; (1) The extent and area used for park purposes shall have a minimum area of not less then five (5) acres; (2) Road- ways and driveways; (3) Location of units for non-stick built dwelling  (4) Location and number of sanitary conveniences, including toilets, washrooms., laundries and utility rooms to be used by occupants of units; (5) Method and plan of sewage disposal supported by perculation data where private sewage system is installed; (6) Method and plan of garbage removal; (7) Plan for water supply; (8) Plan for lighting units and rubbish disposal; and (9) Plan for playground and recreation area. If the existing or proposed Park is designed to serve nondependent non-stick built dwellings, such plans shall clearly set forth the location of all sewer and water pipes and connections. 

M. 
No manufactured home, mobile home community or Park license (or permit for location outside of a licensed Park) shall be issued until the Town Clerk shall notify the Town Board and these officials of the Town Board shall have inspected each application and the premises on which non-stick built dwellings will be located to insure compliance with the regulations, ordinances and laws applicable thereto.  No license will be renewed without re-inspection of the premises. For the purpose of making inspections and securing enforcement such officials or their authorized agents shall have the right and are hereby empowered to enter on any premises on which any non-stick built dwelling is located or about to be located, and to inspect the same and all accommodations connected therewith at any reasonable time. 
N.
Location of Park. 

1.
No non-stick built dwelling unit shall be located in any fire lane. 

2.
No occupied non-stick built dwelling within the limits of the Town of Wheaton shall be located between the recognized setback line for the zoning district in which such non-stick built dwelling is located and the street or high- way nor less than 10 feet from any building or other non-stick built dwelling or 25 feet from line of the premises on which located. 

O. 
Park Plan. 

1.
Every manufactured home, mobile home community or Park shall be located in a well-drained area, and the premises shall be properly graded so as to prevent the accumulation of storm or other waters. No manufactured home, mobile home community or Park shall be situated in any area that is located so that drainage from any barnyard, outdoor toilet or other source of filth can be deposited in its location. 

2.
Spaces shall be clearly defined and shall consist of a minimum of 3,600 square feet and a width of not less than 40 feet. In no event, however; the length of the space is less than the length of one automobile and one non-stick built dwelling if parked as a unit, or one trailer plus 15 feet. 

3.
The manufactured home, mobile home community or Park shall be laid out so that no dependent unit shall be located further than 200 feet from the toilets and the service buildings provided for herein, and walkways to such buildings shall be graveled or paved and well lighted at night. 

4.
Every space shall be furnished with an electric service outlet. Such outlet shall be equipped with an externally operated switch or fuse of not less than 30 amperes capacity for camper service or adequate amperage for handling larger homes with electric heat and other major appliances that these homes come equipped with. 

5. 
No non-stick built dwelling shall be parked in a manufactured home, mobile home community or Park outside of a designated space.

6. 
All roadways and parking areas shall be graveled or paved either with a surface of concrete or asphalt. All gravel roadways shall be maintained, free of mud and chuck holes at all times. Snow removal is the responsibility of the court owner. 

7. 
All exterior boundaries shall be screened by the planting of fast growing trees, shrubs or fences. Trees, shrubs or fencing shall not be placed where it will obstruct the view on any street, road or highway within or outside of the court. 

P. 
Water Supply.
Any non-stick built dwelling water supply shall comply with any and all state statute or administrative code requirements, including Department of Natural Resources requirements, at a minimum.  If not addressed in those requirements, then the following requirements shall apply.

1.
An adequate supply of pure water, furnished through a pipe distribution system connected directly with the public water main, or other approved system, with supply faucets located not more than 200 feet from any dependent unit shall be furnished for drinking and domestic purposes in all manufactured home, mobile home communities or Parks. 

2.
Individual water service connections provided for direct use of a non-dependent unit shall be so constructed so that they will not be damaged by parking of such units. Such systems shall be adequate to provide a minimum water pressure of 20 pounds per square inch and capable of furnishing a minimum of 125 gallons per day per spaces.

3.
No common drinking vessels shall be permitted, nor shall any drinking water faucets be placed in any toilet rooms. 

4.
Every manufactured home, mobile home community or Parks servicing dependent units shall supply an adequate supply of hot water at all reasonable hours for bathing, washing, and laundry facilities. 

Q.
Service Buildings and Accommodations. 

1.
Every manufactured home mobile home community or park designed to serve dependent units shall have erected thereon suitable buildings for housing toilets, lavatories, showers, slop sinks, and laundry facilities as required by this ordinance, such buildings shall be known as service buildings. Service buildings shall be located not more than 200 feet from any dependent unit space, nor closer than 15 feet from any non-stick built dwelling space. Such buildings shall be of permanent construction and adequately lighted, screened and ventilated. 

2.
There shall be provided separate toilet facilities for each sex. Water flush toilet shall be required. Toilets shall be provided for each sex in the ratio of one toilet for each eight dependent units or fraction thereof, and shall have separate compartments. Every male toilet room shall also contain one urinal for each sixteen dependent units, but in no case shall any male toilet be without a urinal. Toilet rooms shall contain lavatories with running water in the ratio of one lavatory to every two or less water closets. 

3.
Separate bathing facilities for each sex shall be provided with one shower enclosed in a compartment at least four feet square, for each eight dependent units or fraction thereof. Each shower compartment shall be supplemented by an individual dressing compartment of at least twelve square feet. 

4.
Laundry facilities shall be provided at the ratio of at least one double tray unit and one conventional or automatic type washing machine with electric outlet for each eight units. Sufficient drying facilities shall be available. 

5.
Slop sinks for the disposal of liquid wastes originating at the units shall be provided in a separate room of the service building in the ratio of one slop sink- for each sixteen dependent units. 

6.
The above accommodations shall be based on the total manufactured home, mobile home community or Park capacity according to the accepted plans. 

7. 
Floors of toilets, showers, and laundry shall be of concrete, tile or similar material impervious to water and easily cleaned and pitched to a floor drain. 

R. 
Waste and Garbage Disposal. 

1. 
All liquid wastes from showers, toilets, laundries, faucets, lavatories, etc., shall be discharged into a sewer extended from and connected with the public sewer system or other approved system. 

2.
Every space designed to serve a non-dependant unit shall be pro vided with sewer connections that shall comply with the state plumbing code. The sewer connection shall be provided with suitable fittings so that watertight connections can be made. Such connections shall be constructed so that they can be closed when not connected and trapped in such a manner as to be maintained in an odor-free condition. 

3.
All sanitary facilities in any unit which are not connected with a public sewer system by approved pipe connections shall be sealed and their use is hereby declared unlawful. 

4.
Each faucet shall be equipped with facilities for drainage of waste and excess water. 

5.  
Every unit shall be provided with a substantial fly-tight, water-tight metal garbage depository from which contents shall be removed and disposed of in a sanitary manner by the camp custodian at least twice weekly between May 1 and September 30, and otherwise weekly. 

S. 
Limitations on Length of Stay and number of Occupants. 

1.
It shall be unlawful for any person to occupy any non-stick built dwelling within the Town of Wheaton unless such non-stick built dwelling is located in a mobile home community or park. Pursuant to the Ordinance.
2. 
The Town Board may, in its discretion and by a uniform rule, limit the number of occupants in any non-stick built dwelling occupying a space in a licensed mobile home community or park for reasons of health and public welfare. 

T. 
Management. 
1.
Every manufactured, mobile home community or Park shall be subject to and comply with all provisions of the Wisconsin Statutes which regulate mobile home parks, specifically, without limitation to Wis. Stat. 101.395 and 101.397.

2.
In every manufactured, mobile home community or Park there shall be located the office of the attendant or person in charge of said park.  A copy of this ordinance shall be posted therein and the park register shall at all times be kept in said office. 

3.
It is hereby made the duty of the attendant or person in charge together with the licensee to: 

a. 
Keep a register of all guests to be open at all times to inspection by the State and Federal Officers and by the Town Board which shall show for all guests.

Names and addresses.

Number of children of school age. 

(3)
State and legal residence. 

(4)  
Dates of entrance and departure. 

(5)  
License number of non-stick built dwelling, towing vehicle and other vehicle. 

(6)
States issuing such license. 

(7)
Purpose of staying in manufactured, mobile home community or Park. 

(8)
Place of last location and length of stay. 

(9)
 Place of employment of each occupant. 

b.
Maintain the manufactured, mobile home community or Park in a clean, orderly and sanitary condition at all times. 

c.
Insure that the provisions of this ordinance are complied with and enforced and report promptly to the proper authorities any violation of law which may come to their attention.
d.
Report to the Town Chairman or Town Clerk all cases of persons or animals affected or suspected of being affected of any communicable diseases.

 

e.   Maintain in convenient places approved by the Town Board, hand fire extinguishers in the rate of one (1) to eight (8) units.
f. 
Collect the taxes monthly as provided in this ordinance. A book shall be kept current showing the names of the persons paying said taxes and the amount paid, which monies are the property of the Town of Wheaton. 

g. 
Prohibit the lighting of open fires on the premises except for coercing in small controlled units. 

U.
Applicability of Plumbing, Electrical and Building Ordinances. 

1. 
All plumbing, electrical and building and other work done on or at any mobile home community or park licensed under this ordinance shall be in accordance with the ordinances of the Town of Wheaton and the requirements of the State plumbing., electrical and building codes and the regulations of the State Board of Health and shall retain on the premises proof of compliance. Licenses and permits granted under this ordinance grant no right to erect or repair any structure, to do any plumbing work or to do any electrical work. 

V. 
Monthly Tax Fee. 

1. 
There is hereby imposed on each owner or operator of a mobile home community or Park licensed herein a monthly tax fee as determined by the Town Assessor in accordance with Wisconsin Statute 66.058 on each occupied non-exempt non-stick built dwelling which shall have been parked in such park at any time during the month. It shall also be the duty of the park operator to notify the Town Clerk or Assessor when a non-stick built dwelling is moved into the park so the non-stick built dwelling may be assessed and the monthly fee can be determined.   It shall be the full responsibility of the licensee to collect the proper amount from each non-stick mobile home and to pay the Town Treasurer such monthly tax fee on or before the tenth of the month following the month for which the fees are due, in accordance with the terms of this ordinance.

2.  
Occupants of non-exempt non-stick built dwellings parked outside of licensed parks shall pay a monthly tax fee determined by the Town of Wheaton Assessor. Said monthly parking fee shall be due and payable to the Town Treasurer on or before the tenth of the month following the month for which the fees are due. 

W. 
Revocation and Suspension. 
The Town Board is hereby authorized to revoke any license or permit issued pursuant to the terms of this ordinance in accordance with section 66.058 of the Wisconsin Statutes. 
SECTION VIII – CAMPGROUNDS

No person, after the effective date of this ordinance, may construct, install, operate, maintain, or cause the construction, installation, operation, or maintenance of, a campground without obtaining a Town Campground License. No Town Campground License shall be issued for a campground for which a permit has not been issued by the State of Wisconsin under s. 254.47, Wis. stats.

SECTION IX – GENERAL LICENSE AND PERMIT PROVISIONS

A.   No person may conduct or cause any activity or use enumerated in this ordinance without a license or permit required in this ordinance.

B.   Application for a license or permit under this ordinance shall be made to the Town Clerk on a form furnished by the Town. The application shall contain such information as may be required by the Town board.

C.   All license or permit fees imposed under this ordinance shall be collected by the Town Clerk and paid into the town treasury. If a license or permit is denied after payment of a license fee, the license or permit fee shall be returned to the applicant.

D.   A license or permit under this ordinance may be issued by the Town Clerk, with the approval of the Town Board. If the Town Clerk has reason to believe that the applicant is not a fit person to be granted the license or permit, that the conduct, use or activity is not in compliance with Federal or State law or regulations or any county, extraterritorial, or Town Ordinance, or that the parcel for the conduct, use, or activity is not suitable, the Town Clerk shall refer the license or permit to the Town Board, or its designee, for investigation or inspection. If as a result of the investigation or inspection, the Town Clerk, with the approval of the Town Board, denies the license or permit, an appeal may be made by the applicant in writing to the Town Clerk within five (5) days after the date of the denial. Upon receipt of a written appeal, the Town Clerk shall set a public hearing before the Town Board not less than ten (10) days after receipt of the written appeal and provide written notice of the hearing to the appellant. At the hearing the appellant is entitled to be represented by counsel. After hearing the evidence the Town Board may confirm or reverse the denial. The determination of the Town Board is final.

E.   All annual licenses or permits issued under this Ordinance shall expire on the succeeding June 30.

F.   All licenses or permits issued under this Ordinance shall be displayed upon the parcel or vehicle for which issued, or, if carried on the person, shall be displayed to any officer of the Town upon request.

G.   It is a condition of holding a license or permit under this Ordinance that the licensee or permittee fully comply with all Federal and State law or regulations and all county, extraterritorial, and Town Ordinances. Failure to do so is cause for revocation of the license or permit.

H.   All licenses or permits issued under this Ordinance are personal and are not transferable except by written approval of the Town Board.

I.   Any license or permit issued under this Ordinance may be revoked for cause by the Town Board. Any licensee or permittee whose license or permit is so revoked may apply within five (5) days after the revocation for a public hearing before the Town Board. At the hearing, the licensee or permittee is entitled to be represented by counsel. The hearing shall be conducted upon publication of a Class 1 Notice under s. 985.07, Wis. Stats., prior to hearing, with the costs for publication and public hearing paid by the licensee or permittee to the Town Clerk prior to publication. After hearing the evidence, the Town Board may confirm or reverse the revocation, or modify the revocation by imposing a limited period of suspension. The determination of the Town Board shall be in writing, shall state the reasons for the Board's action, and is final.
SECTION X – PENALTY PROVISIONS

       Any person, partnership, corporation, or other legal entity that fails to comply with the provisions of this ordinance shall, upon conviction, pay a forfeiture of not less than two-hundred dollars ($200.00) nor more than five-hundred dollars ($500.00), plus the applicable surcharges, assessments, and costs for each violation. Each day a violation exists or continues constitutes a separate offense under this ordinance. In addition, the Town Board may seek injunctive relief from a Court of record to enjoin further violations.
SECTION XI - SEVERABILITY 
If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or portion of this Ordinance shall for any reason be held invalid or unconstitutional by any court of competent jurisdiction, such portion shall be deemed a separate, distinct and independent provision and such holding shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions of this ordinance. All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby repealed. 

EFFECTIVE DATE.


This Ordinance is effective on passage and posting or upon adoption as a Chapter in a Code of Ordinances as provided by law.
