CHAPTER 7
TRAFFIC ORDINANCE
SECTION I – TTITLE AND PURPOSE
This Ordinance is entitled the “Town of Wheaton Traffic Ordinance.”  The purpose of this Ordinance is to establish speed and other traffic restrictions on the Town roads passing through the Town of Wheaton.
SECTION II – AUTHORITY
The Town Board of the Town of Wheaton has the specific statutory authority, powers and duties, pursuant to the specific statutory sections noted in this Ordinance and/or by its adoption of Village Powers under Section 60.10 of the Wisconsin Statutes, to regulate, control, prevent and enforce against in the Town of Wheaton certain uses, activities, businesses and operations by persons that may affect the traffic in the Town of Wheaton.

SECTION III – ADOPTION OF ORDINANCE
The Town Board of the Town of Wheaton has, by adoption of this Ordinance, confirmed the specific statutory authority, powers and duties noted in the specific sections of this Ordinance and has established, by these sections and this Ordinance, the regulations, controls and enforcement against certain uses, activities, businesses, and operations by persons that may affect the traffic in the Town of Wheaton.
SECTION IV – COVERAGE

A. State Traffic Laws Adopted. Except as otherwise specifically provided in this Chapter, the statutory provisions in Chapters 340 to 348 and 350, Wis. Stats., describing and defining regulations with respect to vehicles and traffic, including provisions therein relating to penalties to be imposed, exclusive of any term of imprisonment, are adopted and by reference made a part of this Chapter as is fully set forth herein. Any act required to be performed or prohibited by any statute incorporated herein by reference is required or prohibited by this Chapter. Any future amendments, revisions or modifications of the statutes incorporated herein are intended to be made part of this Chapter in order to secure uniform statewide regulation of traffic on the highways, streets and alleys of the State.
B. Classification of Town Highways. All Town highways, except those excluded by statute, are classified as Class “B” highways for purposes of this Chapter.
C. Special or Seasonal Weight Limits. The Town Chairman, or his/her designee, shall determine when special or seasonal weight limits on Town highways or bridges or culverts are required and shall cause the placement of approved signs to notify the public of those weight limits.

D. Reduced Speed Zone. The Town of Wheaton establishes, by this Ordinance, in compliance with Chapters 346 and 349 of the Wisconsin Statutes specifically 346.57 the following maximum speed limits posted with official signs on the following public highways, roads, streets and alleys in the Town of Wheaton:

35 mph zone on Albertville Road (35th Street) starting at the intersection of Starr Road (65th Avenue) going South toward Larry Road (60th Avenue).  950 feet.
35 mph zone on Albertville Road (35th Street) starting at the intersection of Starr Road (65th Avenue) going North toward County Road N.  1200 feet.
35 mph zone on Benson Road (36th Street) starting at the intersection of Albertville Road (35th Street) going North toward County Road N.  1500 feet.
35 mph zone on Starr Road (65th Avenue) starting at the intersection of Albertville Road (35th Street) going East to Massey Road (60th Avenue).  1075 feet.

The Town Board of the Town of Wheaton will not reduce the maximum speed limit below forty-five (45) mph without the approval of the Wisconsin Department of Transportation District Officer.

SECTION V - PENALTIES
A. Penalties

Any person who fails to comply with the provisions of this Ordinance shall, upon conviction thereof, forfeit not less than $200.00 nor more than $500.00 plus the costs of prosecution for each violation and in default of payment of such forfeiture and costs shall be imprisoned in the county jail until payment thereof, but not exceeding thirty (30) days.  Each violation and each day a violation exists or continues shall constitute a separate offense.  In addition, the remedies authorized by Sections §66.0411, §347.38 and §823.07 Wis. Stats. Shall be available to the Town.
SECTION VI - SEVERABILTY
If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or portion of this Ordinance shall for any reason be held invalid or unconstitutional by any court of competent jurisdiction, such portion shall be deemed a separate, distinct and independent provision and such holding shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions of this ordinance. All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby repealed. 

SECTION VII – EFFECTIVE DATE

This Ordinance is effective on passage and posting or upon adoption as a Chapter in a Code of Ordinances as provided by law.
