1.04 ELECTED OFFICIAILS.

Biennially in odd-numbered years, at the annual spring election, there shall be elected

the following officers: A Town Clerk. a Treasurer, and three (3) supervisors, one of whom
shall be designated on the ballots as the chairperson. Only an elector of the town may hold any

elected position with the town.

1.05 ASSESSOR.

The Town Board shall appoint the Town Assessor and set his/her salary.

1.06 LEGAL ADVICE, OTHER HELP.

The Town Board is empowered to procure legal advice when needed in the conduct of
town affairs and employ counsel for that purpose; also such stenographic, clerical and expert
help as may from time to time be necessary in the conduct of the affairs of the town and the
promotion of the financial welfare; to enter into the necessary contracts for the performance of
such services; and to determine the qualifications, including the residence of the persons so
employed.

1.07 BOARD OF REVIEW.

The Board of Review of the Town of Osborn shall be composed of the supervisors and
Clerk of the Town of Osborn. The Board of Review shall have the duties and powers
prescribed by State Statute 70.46 and 70.47.
