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FROM THE VILLAGE PRESIDENT...
Dear Park Ridge Residents,

Because our Village President Kathy Budelier was unable to continue in her job
owing to health reasons, | was appointed by our Village Board to serve as President
for the duration of her term which ends in April 2017. | hope | can succeed in
carrying on the work she was doing for you and meet everyone's expectations.

Two major projects for the Village that were begun with Kathy in the President's job
were the swale project to eliminate standing water on the streets, and the effort to
upgrade the volunteer Fire Department's ability fo do their job.

| think the swale work was accomplished in a way that satisfied almost everyone
who had to put up with the digging and scraping. Now that they're planted with
grass the swales look presentable and are doing the thing they were designed to
do, keeping standing water off the streets. Thanks fo the contfractors who did the
work. Big thanks also to Village Trustee Gordon Renfert for serving as a liaison with
the contractors, and residents, during the swaling work.

As you will recall, in our effort fo improve the Fire Department, we held a public
meeting to present four different options for fire protection for Park Ridge. After
listening to all the input, the Village Board is focusing on “Option 4” which was to
construct a new fire dept. building that will accommodate the larger trucks now
being built for fire departments over the past 15 years or so. We have been getting
estimates (but not formal bids) for a building, from a number of area builders and
contractors. These have had a wide range of costs fo the Village.

Village President Budelier had met with Paul Adamski, President of the Pineries
Bank, about a loan to the Village for $400,000 to include both the cost of a new fire
hall as well as replacements of the oldest and least serviceable trucks.
Replacements would be found in the used equipment market, and refitted to our
Village's needs under the guidance of former Chief Slicer. This is becoming a
critical need, as current Chief Lepper has reported to me a couple of recent
breakdown situations with one of the frucks.

Mr. Adamski is maintaining his exceptional interest rate terms of 2.25% locked in for
seven years, and is able to offer a 20-year repayment term on such a loan. Monthly
payments would be at approx. $2025 per month or annually, $25,000 per year on
such a loan for the building and truck replacements. This is the amount that needs
to be considered in doing our annual budgets.

A number of residents have also requested that Park Ridge re-visit the idea of
having the City of Stevens Point Fire Department provide our fire protection
coverage. At our November Board meeting we decided to have a small working
group again meet with Mayor Wiza to discover what the annual costs of such a
commitment, over a comparable period (comparable to having the new building
and refitted used frucks). | have set a meeting with the Mayor in early December
and plan to have the facts and figures to compare at the December Board
meeting. We did receive one lefter from the Mayor prior to the big public meeting
stating that we could expect an annual cost of $75,000 if Stevens Point provides
the service. But we want to make sure we are making comparisons over the long
term, so for example, comparing annual costs over 20 years of having our own fire
hall and equipment versus 20 years of having Point provide fire protection.

One more Fire Department related activity will be the annual Santa visit that the
firefighters do. This year's visits will be on December 191, Monday evening.

NOTICE TO PROPERTY OWNERS AND RESIDENTS
VILLAGE OF PARK RIDGE
SNOW AND ICE REMOVAL

Pursuant to Village Ordinance 8.05, Snow and Ice Removal, all sidewalks must be cleared of snow and ice within twenty-four
(24) hours after snow ceases to fall. If this is not done, the Village shall remove the snow and/or sand any ice present and the
cost shall be billed to the property owner. If not paid within thirty (30) days, said delinquent charge shall be included in the
current or next tax roll as a special charge for current services, as provided for in Wisconsin State Statutes § 66.0907(5).
