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The arrows on the lid of the cart must point to the street
Handles and wheels should face away from the street
The garbage cart should be placed within 2 ft. of the street
on one side of the driveway

The recycle cart should be placed within 2 ft. of the street on the other side of the driveway
Please keep 3 ft. of clearance between the carts and other objects, especially mailboxes
and vehicles

Collection services will be performed on THURSDAYS
Please have carts ready for collection by 6am

Reduce paper waste by using both sides of the paper and using scrap
paper whenever possible

When shopping, reuse canvas, paper or plastic bags to bring home purchases
