Town of Woodland
Ordinance No. 2026-05-11

WHEREAS, the Town Board seeks to promote and preserve the general welfare
of its citizens through adopting a fee for “Not-Sufficient Funds” checks payable to the

Town.

NOW THEREFORE, the Town Board of the Town of Woodland, Sauk County,
Wisconsin, does ordain as follows: '

Section1.  There shall be a fee of Twenty-Five Dollars ($25) for processing checks
made payable to the Town that are returned by a bank or financial institution because
of non-sufficient funds. Any person tendering a check returned for non-sufficient funds
shall become liable for the payment of the original amount of the check plus the NSF
fee.

Section2.  If the check returned for non-sufficient funds was tendered to pay any
assessment or charge that may become a lien against real estate if unpaid, then the NSF
fee, if unpaid, shall also become a lien against real estate in accordance with law.

Section3. If any license or permit was granted in reliance on the returned check,
then the license or permit shall be null and void until such time as the balance due,
including the amount of the NSF fee, and any additional charges imposed by the bank
and incurred by the Town as a result of the returned check, have been paid in full.

Section4. At the discretion of the Town officer or employee to whom the returned
check was tendered, said officer or employee may provide any information or evidence

to the appropriate law enforcement officials for investigation and issuance of
appropriate citations.

This Ordinance shall take effect upon passage and publication as required by law.
