Residential Security Tips:

6- If something seems odd, out of place, out of character, or just plain strange, please report it
immediately: 801.794.3970 or 911.

7- Physical descriptions of the vehicle/person and license plate numbers are invaluable.

8- If residents are going to be absent for an extended period of time, contact the police department
for an extra patrol.

If people are not comfortable calling the police department we have an application called “*MyPd”,
wherein it can be downloaded to any wireless device. Tips or information can be submitted (with
pictures). “MyPd"” can also be access from any personal computer. Informants can leave their name
or be totally anonymous.
