John Reed of the Olean House expressed concern regarding a ““porch™ that was
erected in front of a new local business. He fears that there is now not enough room
on the sidewalk and that it could become a hazard.

Scott Paoletto of 318 North 11™ Street stated that he feels that the power company
and City should work together to make sure that trees that are above power lines are
trimmed. He also encouraged the Council to put together a petition to stop the
repeal of the Affordable Care Act.

Chris Michel of 202 Willow Street stated that he has seen an uptick in feral and stray
cats recently and he urged the Council to work with the SPCA on a new agreement,
such as a trap-neuter-release program, to help deal with the issue of feral and stray
cats in the City.

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NOow, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Mayor is hereby authorized to enter into a
contract between the County of Cattaraugus and the City of Olean for the Department of
Aging Senior Wellness and Nutrition Program Site to make the John J. Ash Community
Center available for the Senior Wellness and Nutrition Program for area seniors Monday
through Friday from 8:30 a.m. until 2:30 p.m.
