Crews
stretched a 1 % hose line to a first story apartment and began extinguishment of the fire while
crews simultaneously search the remaining apartments. The fire was contained to the
apartment of origin and damage was limited to an approximately $5,000. 3 members of the
Olean Police department were treated for smoke inhalation, two pet dogs perished in the fire
and one occupant was displaced as a result the fire .The cause of the fire is still under
investigation at this time.
