General Election Day is Tuesday, November 8! Many of you are already thinking about the important choices
you are about to make. For those of you who live in the Village of Mishicot, ballots have already arrived in my
office. In person/in office absentee voting will begin on Monday, October 24 and will continue through
November 4; however, if you need a ballot before October 24, one may now be mailed to you.

Here is a listing of dates and deadlines that may be important to you:

Wednesday, October 19 Last Day to Register to Vote By Mail

Monday, October 24 First Day to Vote Absentee In the Clerk’s Office
Thursday, November 3 Last Day to Request an Absentee Ballot by Mail
Friday, November 4 Last day to Absentee Vote In the Clerk’s Office
Friday, November 4 Last day to Register to Vote in the Clerk’s Office
Tuesday, November 8 Fall General Election

Important points to remember:

If registering to vote, be sure to provide Proof of Residence. Without it, your registration will be returned to
you.

If voting in person (either in office or at the polls) or by absentee, be sure to provide a Photo ID.
