2012 Mishicot Police Department Calls for Service
A total of 638 incidents were handled by the Mishicot Police Department in 2012. The Manitowoc County
Sheriff’s Department handles calls when Mishicot personnel are off duty. The following include the most
frequently handled calls: 60 assistance to other agencies; 40 ambulance assists; 30 operation of vehicle with
suspended driver’s license; 28 record requests; 25 damage to property complaints; 18 thefts; 18 burning
permits; 18 juvenile runaway complaints; 16 operating a motor vehicle while intoxicated; 14 operating a motor
vehicle with revoked driver’s license; and 12 disorderly conduct complaints. A complete list of service calls is
available on the Mishicot Police Department Facebook page.
