The Town of Savoy is excited to introduce Poll Pad® electronic poll books for the first
time in our upcoming local meetings and election as part of our continued commitment
to improving the voter experience while maintaining the security, integrity, and
transparency of our election process.

Poll Pads help modernize the voter check-in process by giving election workers two
simple ways to locate a voter:

Manual Search — Search by entering the voter's name or other identifying
information.

Optional ID Scan — Scan the barcode on a voter’s driver’s license or state-issued
ID to quickly locate their voter record.

Important for Voters:
When checking in, voters will still be asked to state their name and address aloud,
just as they always have. The Poll Pad simply helps election workers locate the voter
record more efficiently.

Massachusetts does not require voters to present an ID to vote in most situations. The
ID scan feature is simply an optional lookup tool designed to help poll workers find a
voter more quickly and efficiently, it is not required for check-in.

To be clear:
¢ No information from the ID is stored
* No personal information is shared
¢ The barcode scan is used only as a tool to help locate the voter faster

Most importantly, using Poll Pads does not change any other part of the voting
process. Voters still receive the same ballot, follow the same voting procedures, and
maintain the same rights, privacy, and protections they have always had. Poll Pad
simply modernizes the check-in process, nothing more.
