The regular meeting of the BBMUA was held on September 27, 2023 at 7 p.m. This
meeting notice was provided to The Daily Journal and the Atlantic County Record which
arethe BBMUA'’s official newspapers. Notices are also posted on the bulletin boards
within the Municipal Building as well as the Borough of Buena and BBMUA’s websites.
The meeting took place in the large meeting room located in the Municipal Building,
Minotolawhile practicing social distancing.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Joseph Santagata.

A letter was received from North Star Design LLC on behalf of AutoZone Parts, Inc.
submitting aformal water and sanitary sewer application for a proposed project to be
located at 119 Wheat Road, Block 5501 Lot 1 requesting approval to connect into the
BBMUA water and sanitary sewer system. This property is not located on the sewer
service areamap. Plant Superintendent Alan Zorzi and BBMUA Engineer Robert Smith
of Remington & Vernick informed North Star Design that this property is not located on
the sewer service area map and told them they would have to contact Buena Vista
Township and Atlantic County and the NJDEP to make application to be added to the
sewer service area map and receive the approval from Buena Vista Township to utilize
part of their allocation before we can give approval to connect into our system. Our
approva would be contingent upon any and all approvals needed. Plant Superintendent
Alan Zorzi and/or the Engineer will contact those involved and let them know what they
need to do and thiswill be put on hold until we hear back.

Robert Smith of Remington & Vernick Engineers provided aletter from Edward Dennis
of Remington & Vernick providing an engineering services proposal for a standby
emergency generator at Well #3 in the amount of $54,000.00. The BBMUA Engineer
Robert Smith did some investigating and it is possible that we may be eligible to obtain a
FEMA Grant for the installation of the generator. They reached out to FEMA and they
said if it isin the hazard mitigation plan that it would probably be eligible for funding.
Mr. Smith pulled out the hazard mitigation plan that the County put together. The



wording is alittle bit vague but it says “the addition and installation of two 20 kW
generators at pumping stations located within the Borough to prevent interruption of the
sanitation system and water supply to residents and businesses in the Borough.” They are
going to reach out to FEMA to seeif the well iseligible and if they fedl it would qualify
Remington & Vernick will find out what the requirements are for the grant and will
present a proposal to the board to submit a grant application for the generator. Mr. Smith
said they still have to do the engineering associated with the generator to get it ready for
public bid so they can do that as a parallel track in researching the grant opportunities.
Plant Superintendent asked if we have to go out for abond for the water tank inspection
and possible rehabilitation would it be beneficial to look for grants that would lump those
projects together. Mr. Smith said that would have to be two separate grants. Mr. Smith
said that the FEMA grant would not cover rehabilitation of thetank. Mr. Smith is not
sure there is grant funding available to rehab the tank. Chairman Santagata said to ook
for the Covid relief funds that may cover some of these costs. BBMUA Auditor stated
the BBMUA cannot apply for COVID funds directly, it would have to go through the
Borough. Councilman Santagata asked how much a generator would cost. Mr. Smith
said that the generator would cost around $350,000.00. Mr. Delano asked if we should
wait until we see about the FEMA grant. Mr. Smith stated that this has been included in
the Water Accountability Act/Asset Management Plan so we haveto do this. We are
aready ayear or two behind. Alternate David Romeo asked if we could put the cost of
the generator in next year’s budget for 2024. The BBMUA’s Auditor Steve Testasaid
yes, that is something that could be put in the water capital budget for next year. Mr.
Testafeelsit would be beneficial to authorize the engineering costs now because we do
have that in the budget now. Mr. Testaalso said that the Engineer could look into NJ |-
Bank funds along with the FEMA funding for the cost of the generator. Mr. Romeo said
that the lead time on generatorsis 1 year out. They have 2 generators on order and they
have alead time of 1 year.
