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Garden City Police arrest fugitive

Garden City, Idaho — The Garden City Police Department announces the arrest of Tyler Tidwell
for an outstanding warrant from the Idaho Department of Corrections, felony eluding, battery
on law enforcement, resist and obstruction, possession of a controlled substance with the in-
tent to deliver, possession of drug paraphernalia and driving without privileges

On July 11, 2024, at approximately 10:00 pm, Garden City Police and Boise Police located Tyler
Tidwell at a residence in the 3900 block of Adams in Garden City. Officers were aware that Tid-
well had absconded from parole and had an active warrant.

Tidwell exited the residence and attempted to flee in a vehicle. As he attempted to flee, Tidwell
struck a parked car and then purposely struck a Garden City Police marked patrol vehicle. After
initially pretending to surrender, Tidwell attempted to flee on foot. A Garden City Police K9 was
deployed and assisted officers to take Tidwell into custody. After being treated briefly at a local
hospital, Tidwell was booked into the Ada County Jail on the following charges:

Felony eluding

3 counts of battery on law enforcement Felony
Resist and obstruct Misdemeanor
Possession of controlled substance with the intent to deliver Felony
Possession of drug paraphernalia Misdemeanor
Driving without privileges Misdemeanor
Absconding Parole Felony

Chief Stambaugh would like to thank the Boise Police Department for their assistance in taking
Tidwell into custody. In addition, he hopes that if convicted, Tidwell serves out his full sentence
for these crimes. “Tyler Tidwell has a long history of felony crimes and should have been serving
his sentence as an inmate with the Idaho Department of Corrections. Had he not been released
prior to his sentence satisfaction date of December 14™", 2027, this incident would not have
happened.”
