Proper signage needs to be used when closing the road to alert motorists.  The Sheriff’s department and the Town of Oakland need to be contacted when closing the road. Spoils shall be hauled away, and the trench shall be backfilled with lime rock and compacted in layers. 

Blacktop shall be saw cut before replacement. All backfill is to be compacted with a minimum of 8 inches of crushed lime rock on top with a minimum of 3 inches of hot mix asphalt on top of the lime rock. If not repaired within 45 days or to the Town’s satisfaction, the Town will do the repair, and the costs will be passed on to the owner. Applicant or successor in title is responsible for repairing any settling of the road for one year after completion. 

CONDITIONS:
This permit will be null and void one year after the date it was issued. If construction is not complete at that time, the applicant is responsible for obtaining a new permit. It is further understood and agreed that the applicant shall indemnify and hold the Township harmless according to the conditions stated in               Ordinance #2026-60 , during any and all work activities by those other than Town personnel. ORDINANCE NO. 2026-60 DRIVEWAY AND HIGHWAY ACCESS PERMIT ORDINANCE
NOW, THEREFORE, the Board of Supervisors of the Town of Oakland, Jefferson County, Wisconsin, does hereby ordain as follows: 
The Code of Ordinances of the Town of Oakland, Chapter 3 (Highways), Ordinance 2025-60 is repealed in its entirety and replaced with the following:

SECTION I – TITLE AND PURPOSE

The title of this ordinance is the Driveway and Highway Access Permit Ordinance.  The purpose is to regulate, for public health and safety reasons, the establishment, repair, construction, improvement, modification and reconstruction of private driveways, to assure that the methods of repair, construction, improvement, modification, and reconstruction practices used in any driveway will protect properly the Town of Oakland and to limit and regulate highway access by motor vehicles to any town highway in the town.  This is not a town zoning ordinance.

SECTION II – AUTHORITY

The town board has the specific authority under ss. 66.0425 and 86.07, Wis. Stats., to adopt a town driveway and highway access permit ordinance and has the general authority under its village powers under s. 60.22, Wis. Stats., to adopt this ordinance.

SECTION III – MINIMUM REQUIREMENTS

a. Driveway Permits

All driveways located on town roads proposed to be installed or modified or any driveway located on a town road alleged to be existing and serving open land without improvements and proposed to be converted to a driveway to serve one or more structures shall be subject to an inspection/compliance fee, as established in Section VI, to be paid to the township prior to the start of any construction on a new driveway and prior to the issuance of a building permit. An approved driveway shall be in place before a building permit can be issued.

The applicant who may be the owner, agent or contractor shall submit a location construction plan showing specifications, including grade, slope, width and length of the driveway and erosion procedures. The following specifications shall apply:

Minimum road surface width:				12 feet
Minimum width clearance:				24 feet
Minimum height clearance free of trees, wires, etc.: 16 feet
Maximum grade: 					10%
At least one segment of road surface 25 feet in length and 18 feet in width shall be provided for each 300 feet of driveway length to provide for the safe passage of meeting vehicles. The sight distance on roadways where the speed limit is greater than 25 miles per hour shall be 350 feet in both directions, 3.5 feet of the driveway surface and 3.5 feet off the road surface in both directions. On roadways where the speed limit is 25 miles per hour or less the sight distance shall be determined on a case by case basis.

The driveway within the area of the public right-of-way shall slope away from the public road at a minimum of 1% and a maximum of 5% to prevent erosion onto the public road. See diagram below:
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[bookmark: _Hlk187915383]An adequate roadbed base of suitable material to support the projected traffic (fire trucks are in excess of 50,000 pounds) and any requirements for culverts shall be determined by the town roads supervisor in considering an application for driveway approval. Any required culvert shall be at least 20 feet in length with wing ends and consist of new steel or other material approved by the town roads supervisor. The driveway apron shall consist of asphalt or crushed stone, be connected to the town road, and have a minimum distance of 5 feet between the connection to the town road and the town road right-of-way line. At a dead end of all new driveways exceeding 75 feet, a turn-around of at least 25 feet radius or some other method to allow vehicles to turn around shall be provided as determined by the town roads supervisor. 

b. Sewer Laterals/Road Opening Permits

A permit is required if sewer hookup extends into road surface and shall be subject to an inspection/compliance fee, as established in Section VI. 

Proper signage shall to be used when closing the road to alert motorists.  The Sheriff’s department and the Town of Oakland shall to be contacted when closing the road. Spoils shall be hauled away, and the trench shall be backfilled with lime rock and compacted in layers. 

Blacktop shall be saw cut before replacement. All backfill is to be compacted with a minimum of 8 inches of crushed lime rock on top with a minimum of 3 inches of hot mix asphalt on top of the lime rock. If not repaired within 45 days or to the Town’s satisfaction, the Town will do the repair, and the costs will be passed on to the owner.   Applicant or successor in title is responsible for repairing any settling of the road for one year after completion. 

SECTION IV – LIABILITY

The property owner shall hold the Town of Oakland and the fire department(s) responding to any call harmless for any possible damage to the driveway or culverts.

SECTION V – PRIVATE BRIDGES

Privately owned bridges shall have approval of the Town of Oakland Engineer.

SECTION VI – INSPECTION/COMPLIANCE FEE

All driveways and sewer lateral backfill shall be inspected for compliance to specifications set forth in this ordinance.  The fee for any entrance is as established by a Fee Schedule adopted and amended from time to time by resolution of the Town of Oakland, Jefferson County.

SECTION VII– PENALTY

Any person failing to obtain the permit required herein, or in violation of any other provision hereof, shall:

a. be subject to an initial forfeiture as established by a Fee Schedule adopted and amended from time to time by resolution of the Town of Oakland, Jefferson County.

b. be subject to an additional forfeiture as established by a Fee Schedule adopted and amended from time to time by resolution of the Town of Oakland, Jefferson County. Each day of violation of any provision of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a separate offense.   

SECTION VIII – TERMS AND PROVISIONS

The terms and provisions of this Ordinance are severable. If any provision of this Ordinance is held to be invalid or unenforceable, or if the application of any provision to any person or circumstance is held to be invalid or unenforceable, such holding shall not affect the other provisions or application of this Ordinance, which shall be given lawful effect without the invalid or unenforceable provisions or application. All ordinances or parts of ordinances conflicting with or contravening the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed.

SECTION VIII – EFFECTIVE DATE

The Board of Supervisors of the Town of Oakland DO FURTHER ORDAIN that this Ordinance shall be effective upon its adoption and publication.
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
