From the Fire Chief

April and May were busy months for the department with progress made in staffing, training,
emergency response capabilities, and fire prevention efforts.

The department welcomed two new part-time firefighters, Keegan Hill and Xander Figliuzzi, who
have begun the onboarding process. All three department ambulances successfully completed
their required Wisconsin DOT inspections and remain in frontline service.

Training remained a major focus during the reporting period. Eight members successfully
completed the department's Aerial Operator program, increasing the number of personnel
qualified to operate the aerial apparatus. Members also participated in a multi-discipline water
rescue exercise on Lake Koshkonong alongside area agencies. In May, the department presented a
Fall Protection class in Oakland Township and a Basic Wound Care class.

A new light rescue boat was placed into service during the reporting period. The boat improves our
ability to access remote shorelines and waterways throughout our response area and expands our
water rescue capabilities.

Updated MABAS response cards went into effect on April 1. The revisions provide additional
incoming resources at both the Working Still and Box Alarm levels and better align mutual aid
responses with the needs of today's incidents.

The department continues to offer CPR training to community members, and the new online fire
inspection reporting system is showing positive results. The system has improved follow-up on
inspection items, reduced paperwork, and made it easier for businesses to report completed
corrections.
