The Village of Millbrook located in Dutchess County, New York owns and maintains a water supply
and distribution system that delivers potable water to approximately 1,400 customers through
720 service connections within the Village of Millbrook and the Town of Washington.

As a result of water sampling and site inspections, it has determined that the water infiltration
galleries are under the influence of surface water and, in addition, are at risk of contamination
from flooding of the adjacent streams. In order to provide the treatment required, the Village is
proposing to construct a new filter system. The proposed filter building will be located at the site
of the existing water supply and treatment facility. The building will be constructed at an
elevation necessary to prevent flooding from the adjacent streams during extreme wet weather.
In addition to the construction of the filtration building, the existing 500,000 gallon storage tank,
located in the Village, will be drained, cleaned and painted.
