e Ensure file submitted is high resolution.

e File should be a minimum of 300 dpi for a 4x6 photo while smaller photos should be scanned at 600-1200 dpi
or greater.

e Save files at maximum print/resolution settings for JPG & PDF with the honoree's name (not dad's pic, scan1,
etc).
