Noteworthy: 
Mosquito abatement will begin mid-
April!  While we are doing our part to 
help control the mosquito  population, 
there are things that you can do to     
protect yourself & your loved ones and to 
reduce mosquitoes around your home: 

Use insect repellant 

Wear protective clothing 

Treat clothing and outdoor gear 

Check for ticks 

Unclog roof gutters 

Empty children's wading pools at least 

once a week, or more often 

Change water in birdbaths at least 

weekly 

Empty outdoor flower pots regularly or 

store them upside down so that they 
can't collect water 

Drain your fire pit if water collects there 

AND please remember to treat your   
animals to protect them from fleas & 
ticks! 

Cemetery Decoration Guidelines

The maintenance       
department may remove decorations 
which may create a safety hazard or 
cause maintenance burdens.
