We can choose where 
we end up. When confronted by pain, we can choose to take the descending 
trail that most often leads to a dark and lonely place, pitted with mires of help-
lessness, hopelessness, despair. 
Or we can select the ascending trail, and, with some effort and perseverance, we 
can choose to allow our pain to motivate us toward becoming better people, to 
move us toward a better place".

And I encourage you to read Hope Rising. It is filled with true stories of lives 
changed at Crystal Peaks Youth Ranch..a place where hope rises.
