= Public Education and Outreach

The Town plans to add additional stormwater web links to its website during 2014. Web links may include the
Department of Natural Resources (WDNR), UW-Extension and US EPA.

The Town's website received 3,877 "hits” during 2013. A display rack with educational material is located in the
foyer of the Town Hall. Educational materials regarding illicit discharges, lawn fertilizers, soil testing, weeds &
pesticides, lawn watering, grass clippings, lcaf maintenance, pet waste, household hazardous waste and car care
are provided in the display rack. Eight stormwater related educational materials were taken from the display rack
during 2013.

Every six months, the Town actively distributes or mails its semi-annual newsletter to approximately 700
homcowncrs and businesses. During 2013, the newsletter contained information about household hazardous
waste disposal, recycling collection, garbage collection, and good household practices. The Town intends to
continue adding stormwater articles and educational information to its newsletter in 2014. Potential stormwater
topics include lawn fertilizers, residential infiltration, leaves, grass clippings, stream and shoreline erosion, illicit
discharges, construction site erosion control, post-construction stormwater management, household practices,
household hazardous waste and/or car care.

"Permit Certificates” were posted at 4 construction sites during 2013, The "Permit Certificate” educated the
public about construction site erosion control and provided a phone number for the public to ask questions and/or
provide tips.

8 Erosion Control Field Guides were distributed to contractors, plan designers, and county supervisors. In
addition, NEWSC distributed handouts during exhibiting.

The "Winnebago County Construction Site Erosion Control and Stormwater Management Ordinance” was
adopted by the County Board pursuant to Chapter 59.693, Wis. Stats. As such, due to the statutory basis for this
ordinance, no intergovernmental agreement is needed. The Winnebago County Ordinance is applicable to land-
disturbing construction activity, new land development, and land redevelopment activity located within the
boundaries and jurisdiction of the unincorporated portion of Winnebago County. Winnebago County is
responsible for ordinance adoption, implementation, cnforcement and education on behalf of the Town.

Winnebago County provided the following 2013 information for construction site located within the Town of
Vinland: 11 construction site crosion control permits were issued during 2013 (4 single family homes, 5 sheds /
buildings / garages, 1 grading, and 1 road ditch maintenance), 15 sites were inspected (10 new sites and 5
ongoing sites from prior years), 30 total site inspections were performed, 4 permits were posted at construction
sites, no erosion control tips / complaints were received from the general public, no written “warning notices" and
numerous verbal "warning notices” were issued, no "notices of violation" were issued and no fines were issued.

The Town does not own or operate any curb and gutter streets.
The Town docs not own or operate any storm sewer systems with catch basin sumps.

The Town owns and operates grass swales that arc located within the public road right-of-way. The Town
performs maintenance on the grass swale systems,

85 tons of road salt/sand and 150 gallons of salt brinc solution were applied during 2013-14. The road salt/sand
and brine solution was applied by a contracted entity that is responsible for employce training.

The Town does not own or operate any properties with more than 5 acres of turf grass were lawn fertilizers are
applied.

The Town does not currently provide curb-side leaf, grass clipping and brugh collection. Property owners are
allowed to compost onsite, burn onsite, or dispose of yard waste at the Winnebago County Landfill,

Curb-side recycling collection was performed once every weck and curb-side garbage collection was performed
once every week.

No Town employees reccived stormwater training during 2013 (Town does not have employees, cxcept office

staff).
