AN ORDINANCE AMENDING

THE TOWN OF JANESVILLE OUTDOOR AREA BURNING

ORDINANCE (NUMBER 051003.1)

Ordinance No. 070604

The Town Board of the Town of Janesville do ordain as follows:

SECTION 1.

Section 4.1 of the Outdoor Area Burning Ordinance for the Town of

Janesville (Ordinance No. 051003.1) is hereby amended to read as follows:

4.1

SECTION 2.

No person shall start or maintain any outdoor area burning without
obtaining a permit from the Town Fire Marshall. A permit for outdoor area
burning must be applied for at least one day prior to the day of burning and
not more than four days prior to the day of burning. No permit is
necessary if the outdoor area burn is to be conducted, controlled and
supervised by a professional company that is professionally trained and
insured for this activity so long as that company and its equipment will
remain on-site until the burn is completely extinguished.

Section 5.0 of the Outdoor Area Burning Ordinance for the Town of

Janesville (Ordinance No. 051003.1) is hereby amended to read as follows:

5.0

SECTION 3.

Liability. The person who applies for the outdoor area burning permit
shall be responsible for any and all liability resulting from damage caused
by the fire. If a professional company is responsible for the burn, as
permitted by Section 4.1 above, the professional company and the property
owner shall both be jointly responsible for any and all liability resulting from
damage caused by the fire and the professional company provide the
property owner with an acknowledgement of such responsibility.

This Ordinance will take effect and be in force after passage and

publication as required by law.
