The sources of drinking water, both tap
water and bottled water, include rivers, lakes,
streams, ponds, reservoirs, springs and
wells, As waler trevels over the surface of
the land or through ths ground, it disselves
naturally occurrlng minerals and, in some
cases, radloactlve material, and can pick up
substances resulting from the presence of
animals or from human activity.

In order to ensure that tap water |s safa to
drink, EPA prescribes ragulations that limit
the amount of certain contaminants in water
provided by pubfic water systems.
