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UNDUE HARDSHIP CRITERIA FOR GRANTING VARIANCES

UnderTitle30-A,M.R.SA Section4353(4),aBoardof Appealsmaygrantavariance only whenstrictapplicationof
theordinancetothepetitionerandthepetitioner'spropertywould cause "undue hardship." The term "undue hardship
isdefined as:

1. Thelandinquestioncannotyieldareasonablereturnunlessavarianceisgranted;

2. Theneedforavarianceisduetotheuniquecircumstances ofthepropertyandnot the general condition in the
neighborhood,;

3. Thegrantingofavariancewillnotaltertheessential characterofthelocality;and

4. Thehardshipisnottheresultoftheactiontakenbytheapplicantorapriorowner.

STANDARD CONDITIONS OF APPROVAL FOR ALL PROJECTS

1. A copy of this permit must be posted in a visible location on your property during development of the site,
including construction of the structures approved by this permit.

2. This permit is limited to the proposal as set forth in the application and supporting documents, except as
modified by specific conditions adopted by the Planning Board or Code Enforcement Officer in granting this permit.
Any variations from the application or conditions of approval are subject to prior review and approval by the
Planning Board or Code Enforcement Officer. Failure to obtain prior approval for variations shall constitute a
violation of the ordinance.

3. A substantial start (30% of project based on estimated cost) of construction activities approved by this
permit must be completed within one (1) year of the date of issue. If not, this permit shall lapse, and no activities
shall occur unless and until a new permit is issued.

4, The water body and wetland setbacks for all principal and accessory structures, driveways, and parking
areas must be as specified in the application, or as modified by the conditions of approval.

5. In the event the permittee should sell or lease this property, the buyer or leasee shall be provided with a
copy of the approved permit and advised of the conditions of approval.

6. Once construction is complete, the permittee shall notify the Code Enforcement Officer that all
requirements and conditions of approval have been met following notification, the Code Enforcement Officer may
arrange and conduct a compliance inspection.

1. Eagle Lake Shoreland Zoning Ordinance, Section 12C, 1(a) Non-conforming structures within the 100 foot
setback: After January 1, 1989 if any portion of a structure is less than the required setback from the normal high-
water line of a water body or tributary stream or the upland edge of a wetland, that portion of the structure shall not
be expanded, as measured in floor area or volume, by 30% or more, during the lifetime of the structure. If a
replacement structure conforms with the requirements of Section 12C (3), and is less than the required setback from
a water body, tributary stream or wetland, the replacement structure may not be expanded if the original structure
existing on January 1, 1989 had been expanded by 30% in floor area and volume since that date.
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STANDARD CLEARING CONDITIONS
The following shall apply to vegetation clearing for all activities within the shoreland zone.

1. Avegetative bufferstripshallberetained within 100 feetofagreat pondorriverflowingtoagreat pond, and within 75 feet
of other water bodies, wetlands, and tributary streams.

2. Withinthebufferstrip(s) thereshallbenocleared openinggreaterthan250square feetintheforest canopy as measured
from the outer limits of the tree crown. A winding footpath is permitted, provided itdoesnotexceedten(10)feetin
widthasmeasured betweentreetrunks, anddoesnot provide acleared line of sighttothe water. Adjacent togreatpondsand
rivers flowingtogreat ponds, the widthofthefootpath islimited tosix (6) feet.

3.Selective cutting of trees within the buffer strip(s) is permitted provided that awell-distributed stand oftreesandother
vegetationismaintained. Notmorethan40% ofthetotal volumeoftreesfour(4) inchesormoreindiameter, measuredat4-
1/2feetabovegroundlevel, mayberemovedinanyten

(10) Year period.

4, Withinthebufferstrip(s)adjacenttogreatponds,andriversandstreams flowingtogreatponds, existing vegetation
under three (3) feetin height and other ground cover shall notberemoved, and the soil shall not be disturbed, except to provide
forafootpath or other permitted use.

5. Within the buffer strip(s) pruning of tree branches isprohibited, exceptonthe bottom 113 of the tree provided that
tree vitality will notbe adversely affected.

6. Withinthebufferstrip(s), inordertomaintainabufferstripofvegetation, whentheremoval of storm-damaged,
diseased, unsafe, ordead trees results inthe creation of cleared openings in excessof250squarefeet,theseopeningsshallbe
replanted withnative-treespecies. When removal ofsuchtreesappearsnecessary, thepermitteeisadvisedtoconsultwith
theCode Enforcement Officer prior to tree removal.

1. Within the shoreland zone, but outside the 75 feet or 100 foot buffer strip(s) described in Standard

#1above, notmorethan 40% of the total volume of trees four (4) inches or more indiameter, measured 4-112 feetabove
ground level, may beremoved inany ten (10) year period. In no instance shall cleared openings exceed, In the aggregate,
10,000 square feet or 25% of the lot area, whicheverisgreater, including land previously cleared.

8. Legally existing cleared openings which exceed the above standards may be maintained, butshall not be enlarged
exceplaspermitted by the ordinance.

9. Where natural vegetation is removed it shall be replaced by other vegetation (exceplforareas tobe builtupon) thatis
effective in preventing erosion and retaining natural beauty.

GUIDELINES FOR SOIL STABILIZATION

Areasofdisturbed soil, including butnotlimited toareas thatare filled, graded, or otherwise disturbed duringconstruction,
mustbestabilizedaccordingtotheapprovederosioncontrolplanprovidedaspartof thepermitapplication,orasmodifiedby
specificconditionsofapproval. Thefollowingguidelinesprovide guidance for the landowner to consider inpreparing and
executing the soil stabilization portion of theerosion controlplan. Thegoalstobeachievedbyproperstabilizationarethe
avoidanceofacceleratedsoilerosion and sedimentation of water bodies.

In General:

1) Sterilesoilssuchassandsandgravelsshouldbecoveredwitha minimumof4inchesofcompacted topsoil toprovidea
growth medium for vegetation.
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2) Disturbedareaswhichcanbeseeded betweenMay1andSeptember 15shouldbepreparedand seeded during that period,
the best seeding dates are from May 1 to June 15, and Mid-summer seeding willusually require significant watering.

3) Disturbed areaswhichcanmtheseeded between May 1 and September 15shouldbeheavily mulched withhay, straw, or
someothersuitable material tokeepthemasstableaspossible over the winter, and particularly during the spring runoff the
following year. Generally, one bale of hay for each 500 square feet of disturbed area provides astabilizing mulch. For over-
wintering, mulch must betieddown,asiiiseasilyblownaroundonfrozenground, leavingareasofexposedsoils, Mulched
over-winter areas should beprepared and seeded the following spring as soon as conditions allow.

4) Seeding preparation, inadditionto providing topsoil orloamifthesiteis sterile, includes the applicationoflimeand
fertilizer, whichshouldbelightlyrakedintothesoil priortoseeding, After theareaisseeded, itshouldbelightly watered and
thenmulchedtoprotecttheseed, keepthesite stableandmoist,andallowtheseedtogerminateandgrow.

5) Limeshouldbeapplied atarateof approximately 138 pounds per1000square feetofarea. This rate may vary depending
on soil conditions, and itis recommended that soil be analyzed to determine specifically whatadditional nutrients are needed.

6)Fertilizersshouldbea"quickrelease" lowphosphorus mixture. Theyshouldbeappliedatarate of approximately 18.4
pounds per 1000 square feet However, no more fertilizer than necessary should be added sinceany excess may be washed into
theadjacentwater bodyand contributetolower water quality, Fertilizers should never beapplied before thunderstormsor
before spring runoff.

7 Minimizetheareasofexposedsoilduringconstruction,andtemporarilyorpermanently stabilize disturbed areas
within one week of the time the area is actively worked. Runoff control features such ashaybales, siltfencing,anddiversion
ditchingmustbeinplaceandfunctioningpriortothestart

Of construction.
