
 Matching cards

Print double sided for this activity. (If you are unable to, glue back of

the cards together)

Cut out at least two sets of cards (or more if you like!)

Shuffled the cards, and equally share them out. 

make sure all your cards are face down so you can’t see what they

are!

take turns to place a card face up in a pile in the middle.

if two of the same cards end up on top of each other yell SNAP!

if you are the first to shout ‘Snap’ you get to keep the pile.
