The first step to creating a strong safety culture is conducting safety
inductions for every person who sets foot on a farm. A well-prepared
induction should raise awareness and outline potential risks and hazards
on the property and provide information on how to reduce those risks
and hazards to prevent injuries or fatalities.

Here are some basic guidelines around some of the common risks and
hazards present on most farms. They include helpful hints and some of
the basic ‘dos’ and ‘don’ts’ when on the farm.

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v/ Always store chemicals in a lockable, well ventilated area, X Do not store chemicals where children can gain access to them

X Do not eat or drink in areas where chemicals are handled or stored
v/ Appropriate signage should be placed to raise awareness

A X Do not decant or store chemicals in unmarked containers
of the presence of chemicals

v/ Always wear appropriate personal protective equipment
(PPE) when handling or in the presence of chemicals
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v/ Allow livestock to settle in yards after mustering, prior to X Do not allow children in yards with livestock
commencing work with them % Do not turn your back on livestock - ensure that you are well
v/ Be aware of flight zones and work with extra caution around within a safe exclusion zone when your attention is not fully on
animals with young at foot the herd or mob
v/ Be aware of zoonotic disease risks and keep up-to-date with X Do not stand behind gates or in areas where you may be crushed

vaccinations such as Q-Fever
v/ Ensure yards are well maintained, clean and in good working order

v/ Always check and document relevant training and licensing

v/ Alert children and parents of the presence and location of
water on the property

v Enrol children in swimming lessons to learn to swim
