
• Choose flameless candles. Most offer the same 
flicker effect as real candles and come in scented 
varieties.  

  
• Keep traditional candles in a sturdy container that 

cannot be tipped over.  
 

• Extinguish candles before leaving the room or 
going to sleep.   

 
• Use flashlights — not candles — for emergency 

lighting if the power goes out.
