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Thus, the verse is clear: the primal sin of the human species is substituting its 
own relativistic definition of good and evil for the absolutes legislated by the Transcendent. It is not at all that God is envious of human creativity and 
knowledge and wants to keep them ignorant and dependent, but that He wants man not to finagle, not to worm his way out of his responsibilities by 
relativizing the absolute.
