Beniamin Schapira of Belgorod. 

I implore you in the name of decency and compassion, as 
well as the United Nations Declaration on Human Rights 
to which your country is a signatory, to allow Dr. 
Schapira and his family to emierste to Israel and be 
reunited with his old and sick parents. 

Certainly a great power like the U.S.S.R. will not 
suffer-if it will allow one family to be reunited and 
allow an old father and mother to have their one great 
dream fulfilled, that of seeing their children once 
again.
