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The second book is "Covenant and Hope." (Eerdmans) I co-directed theology project by our 
Center in Efrat in which I asked 14 Jewish and Christian thinkers to reflect on the meaning of 

covenant in their religious lives, how it guides their relations with those outside that 

covenant, and how one can have a rational basis for hope for the human future. The book is 

the fruit of that project. 

Finally in terms of J-C relations, I recently finished a chapter on the history of Jewish 
interfaith relations in America for a volume on Judaism that will be part of a Columbia 

University series on religion in America. 

I have continued to write on selected topics in Jewish ethics. I just wrote an essay on 

Judaism and peace for a volume scheduled for publication in October that is dedicated to 

exploring the relationship between monotheism and peace--to refute the popular notion 

today that monotheism fosters intolerance and frequent violence toward others. I also wrote 

a detailed philosophic and Jewish analysis refuting the halakhic position that it is permitted 

to receive vital organ transplants while believing it forbidden to donate them. (You are 
undoubtedly aware that this is the position of many of the YU roshei yeshiva.) I consider this 

position morally unjustifiable and a hillul ha-Shem in the technical meaning of the term. The 

book on this topic is schedule for publication in late 2014. 

Of course, I am most interested in any comments you have on the attached essay. 

Please accept my sincere wishes for good health, and satisfaction that a life well-lived should 

bring.
