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"THE RABBI AS POSEK AND COUNSELOR"

1. The 2 are separate and distinct roles: different goals, methodologies, approaches

Hal'c role = discrete, quantitative, apodictic--7nN NN PTN 1
Pastoral role = fluid, qualitative, situational

Yet, overlap... Moreover, can learn one from the other

So, will speak about what Rabbi as counselor can learn from his Hal'c background,
and vice-versa: what, as Posek, he can adapt from his pastoral role

2. What Rabbi as Counselor can learn from his Role as Posek

a) Take your people seriously--as you would in "paskening" or "din Torah":
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b) Be patient with your people; don't act shocked or overly judgmental when
hearing the problem.

3. What Rabbi as Posek Can Learn from his Role as Counselor

a)Flexibility -- adopt some of personalizing to p09; can't always do that, o-c, but
is often necessary--& Halakha often has plural judgments:
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--point: sometimes slithery...sometimes firm...
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Posek as SNAKE: every true NN N7 knows by intuition + Mesorah when/how be
lenient and flexible....

Examples LION: Rav on maw 011 70w and on 17¥12 N7 WNNW) NV DIVI-NI 093
b) Sensitivity -- to a very high degree.
Examples:

1. During v3 procedure--explain in advance and during --so as not to scare &
make it any worse than it has to be

2. If sitting in a Y77 53, beware of anti-woman bias...all too prevalent

3. Be strict but not over-strict with 9
4. If your po9 has to be stringent and unpleasant to YN, express sympathy.. ..

5. And not only sympathy for questioner, but make him understand the
attractiveness of Torah, even if it has to be disguised, depending on the
situation.
