The top of the page shows all of the tools used
to stamp all of the belts shown . . . but in no way indicates this is the number of
tocls required to stamp a belt, Only a few tools are used on each belt, The right
half of the page shows one-half of the repeat section of the pattern cut into the
leather, ready for stamping.
