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2021 Musical Audition Form for Girls in Year 3, 4 and 5.

Heathdale Christian College will be performing “The Sound of Music” in July 2021. There are two positions that we would like to cast from the Primary School; the roles of Gretl and Marta. Both these roles will be shared between two girls, and each child will perform in two performances – one evening performance and one matinee performance. That means that a total of 4 children from the Primary School will be involved in the production.

Girls who are currently in Year 3, 4 and 5 may apply for an audition however you need to give an indication of your ability to be committed. Being in a Musical requires a lot of dedication and hard work. Please only submit this form if you can commit to two afterschool rehearsals between October 2020 and the end of July 2021. The rehearsal times will most likely be between 3:45–5:15pm on Tuesdays and Thursdays, although this still needs to be confirmed. There will also be some lunchtime rehearsals. In the past we have asked students to attend occasional rehearsals on Friday evenings, Saturdays and some holidays. Dates and times will be confirmed at a later date.

The audition panel will have at least three teachers on it, and where possible, will include a Primary Music Teacher from the Werribee Campus.

If you wish to apply, please fill in the application form outlining why you would like to be involved in the musical. Please submit your application form via email to Mrs Baker kbaker@heathdale.vic.edu.au before Friday July 17.    

All girls in Years 3-5 who submit an application form will receive an email advising whether or not they have been successful in obtaining an audition. Auditions for students in Years 3-5 will take place in the week of August 10, which is two weeks after the auditions for the Secondary School aged students.
Those who have been successful will then be allocated an audition time for the end of August or start of September, 2020. They will be required to prepare and perform one song from the list on page 5 from memory. We ask that your child uses as much expression, energy and emotion as possible during this performance.

We want you to prepare the whole song for your audition, but we might not be able to hear all of it, especially if it is quite repetitive or long. Please do not be discouraged if we don’t get to hear your entire song. We may need to cut you off to ensure that all students are able to audition at their allocated time.
We are looking for the following things in your audition:
· Confidence, energy, expression and appropriate emotion
· The ability to sing in tune
· The ability to keep a steady tempo
· A good memory
· Personality
· A ‘classical’ style voice, so that means sweetness, purity, good diction, phrasing and breath control.

The following attributes will also be considered with our final casting:
· Punctuality and attendance at school
· General behaviour in and out of the classroom
· Excellent listening skills
· Ability to stay up to date in all subjects and submit homework in by the due date
· Works well with students

After the first round of auditions have taken place, some students may also be asked to do a follow up acting or dancing audition, or demonstrate an ability to sing a harmony, as this is also required in the show.

SYNOPSIS

The final collaboration between Richard Rodgers & Oscar Hammerstein II, The Sound of Music, has become a play beloved around the world. Based on the true story of the Von Trapp Family Singers, this play captures a personal tale of growth and hope amidst the horrors of World War II.  The Sound of Music tells the tale of a novice nun Maria Rainer, whose free spirit has trouble fitting into the rules and regulations of Nonnberg Abbey. Commissioned by the Mother Abbess to serve as the governess for seven motherless children, Maria transforms the Von Trapp family home from a place of rules and regulations to one filled with joy, with laughter, and with music. In the process, Maria wins the hearts of all seven children – and their widower father, Captain Von Trapp. With the Mother Abbess’ blessing, and to the children’s delight, Maria follows her heart, and Maria and the Captain marry.  Upon returning home from their honeymoon, Maria and the Captain learn that their beloved Austria has been taken over by the Nazis, and the retired Captain is asked to report for immediate service in the Nazi Navy. When the Nazis show up at their door to take Captain Von Trapp away, it is a family singing engagement (wily navigated by their friend Max) that buys the family time to make their narrow escape. Their Austrian convictions compel Maria, the Captain, and the children to flee over the mountains of Switzerland to safety, taking the words of the Mother Abbess to heart: “Climb Every Mountain… till you find your dream.”

Very cute, just wants to be loved.
