> LSU will host Winthrop this weekend in a three-game series
before visiting Tulane on Tuesday at Zephyr Field. The Tigers
begin Southeastern Conference play on March 14 against
Florida in Alex Box Stadium.

Scouting the Lions: SLU is 3-5 under first-year coach Dan

Canevari, a long-time assistant at LSU.

> Canevari was the Tigers’ pitching coach from 1998 through
2002, helping LSU lead the SEC in ERA in 1998 and 2002.

»  Prior to his promotion, Canevari was a graduate assistant
(1991-92) and administrative assistant (1993-97) for Skip
Bertman. Canevari was also director of the Skip Bertman
Baseball Camp from 1994 through 2000.

» Canevari is the fifth former Skip Bertman assistant to land a
head coaching job. The others are Smoke Laval (UL-Monroe,
LSU), Randy Davis (Louisiana Tech), Jim Wells
(Northwestern St., Alabama) and Mike Bianco (McNeese St.,
Ole Miss).

> SLU assistant coach Bill Dailey was the Tigers’ third base
coach from 1998 through 2001.

» LSU starting catcher Dustin Weaver began his career at SLU
in 2001 under former coach Greg Marten.

About the series: LSU enters tonight’s game with a 47-16 se-

ries edge and has won 18 of the last 19 meetings.

» The teams split the home-and-home series in 2002. SLU
won 4 -3 at Baton Rouge on February 12 to break a 17-game
losing streak against LSU, but the Tigers won 9-7in
Hammond on March 26.

> LSU has won seven consecutive games over SLU at Alumni
Field, with the last Lion victory coming in 1988.

> Prior to last year’s victory, SLU’s last win over LSU was 15-2
rout in 1991 at Baton Rouge in Greg Marten'’s rookie sea-
son.

» Martenwas 2-17 in 12 seasons against the Tigers coaching
his alma mater.

> LSU coach Smoke Laval is 115 all-time against SLU, includ-
ing a 10-4 mark during his tenure at UL-Monroe.

» The teams will meet again in Baton Rouge on April 23. The
game was not originally on either team’s schedule, but rain-
outs for both schools left an opening.

Tigers look to continue mastery of Louisiana foes
LSU enters tonight’s game with SLU having won 15 of
its last 16 contests against in-state foes. The only loss
during that stretch was a 5 -0 setback to UL-Lafayette in
the second round of the Baton Rouge regional.

The Tigers have also won eight consecutive regular sea-
son contests against Louisiana opponents, a streak that
started last March with a 9 -7 victory over SLU in
Hammond. LSU was 1-4 last year in midweek games
prior to the streak, including a loss at home to SLU and
a home-and-home sweep by UL-Lafayette.

LSU is 5-0 vs. in-state foes this year, going 3-0 against
Northwestern St. and defeating Centenary and UL-
Monroe. The Tigers have 15 games with in-state foes
slated for 2003, including three games remaining with
Tulane and two with New Orleans.

Welcome back, Cano

In a scene that has been played out several times in past
years at Alex Box Stadium, another protégé of Skip Bertman
will lead his new team into Baton Rouge to face LSU.

Tonight, it’s Dan Canevari’s turn to face his former team, as
the new SLU coach leads the Lions against the Fighting Ti-
gers. Canevari becomes the fifth former Bertman assistant
and sixth Bertman product to lead a team into The Box.

Canevari was an assistant coach at LSU for the previous 12
years, including the last five as pitching coach. This is the
first college head coaching position for Canevari, who played
at Miami for Ron Fraser when Bertman was the Hurricanes’
associate head coach.

Canevari joins former Bertman assistants Jim Wells
(Northwestern St., Alabama), Randy Davis (Louisiana Tech),
Mike Bianco (McNeese St., Ole Miss) and Smoke Laval (UL-
Monroe, LSU) to move to head coaching positions. Former
LSU player Mitch Gaspard (1984-85) is now the skipper at
Northwestern St.

History indicates that former Bertman protégés have not
fared well upon their return to Baton Rouge. All five lost
their initial return to Baton Rouge, although Wells won his
first game in Baton Rouge as the coach of Alabamain 1995,
and Laval won his initial game as LSU skipper in 2002
Here’s a look at those returns:

These protégés are not the only Bertman assistants to enjoy
success in the college ranks. Two of Bertman’s assistants on
the 1996 United States Olympic team have enjoyed great
success as college head coaches: Dave Snow, who led Long
Beach St. to four College World Series appearances from
1989 through 2001, and Ray Tanner, who led South Carolina

to the 2002 CWS championship game.

Meier goes for 3-0
LSU freshman Justin Meier will see the mound for the first
time in two weeks as he starts tonight’s game against SLU.

Meier enters at 2-0 with an 0.90 ERA after victories over
Centenary and UL-Monroe. In those two outings, Meier went
five innings in both games, giving up a total of one run on
five hits and recording five strikeouts.
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Tigers finish strong in California

LSU may have struggled in the first two games of the Long
Beach St. series, getting one run in each game with a com-
bined 12 hits, but LSU more than made up for it in the se-
ries finale.

The Tigers busted loose for 14 hits off of three Dirtbag pitch-

ers in the series finale, LSU’s second highest hit output of
the season, trailing only a 19-hit barrage on February 11 at
Centenary. LSU also reached double figures in hits for the
first time since February 14 against Kansas, as the Tigers
had gone seven consecutive games with fewer than 10 hits.

More impressive than the 14 hits was the balance the Tigers
showed. Every LSU player who went to the plate on Sunday
collected at least one hit, and four players had two or more
hits. J.C. Holt, Bruce Sprowl and Ivan Naccarata each had

two hits, while Clay Harris led the way with a 3 -for-5 showing.

The balanced effort marked the first time since last year’s
regional opener against Southern that every LSU player col-
lected a hit.

Tigers go extra base in Long Beach

Of the 14 hits the Tigers rapped out in the series finale at
Long Beach St., eight went for extra bases. LSU collected a
season high six doubles in the 7-2 win over the Dirtbags
while Ryan Patterson and Quinn Stewart added home runs.

LSU had one extra base hit in eh first two games of the long
Beach series, Patterson’s third inning home run on Friday.

LSU, which now has 25 doubles on the season, had more
than five doubles in a game only once in 2002, and that
wasn’t until May 4, when the Tigers banged out eight in the
second game of a doubleheader at Tennessee. The previous
high for doubles in a game in 2003 was four at Centenary.
Ten LSU players have at least two doubles this season, with
Quinn Stewart’s four the top mark on the team.

The Tigers have rapped out 41 extra base hits on the sea-
son (25 doubles, 5 triples, 11 home runs), nine more extra
base hits than LSU recorded in the first 13 games of 2002.
The extra base hits have allowed LSU to raise its slugging
percentage by 35 points at this point in 2003 from the 13-
game mark in 2002, from .409 to .444.

Naccarata’s streak hits double figures

Ivan Naccarata became the first LSU player to record a
double figure hitting streak in 2003, as his two hits on
Sunday at Long Beach St. extended his streak to 10
games.

During the streak, Naccarata is hitting .359 (14-for-39)
with nine RBI, three doubles and a solid .564 slugging
percentage. For the year, Naccarata is hitting .326, sec-
ond on the team behind J.C. Holt’s .349 average. Nac-
carata, a Quebec native who transferred to LSU in Janu-
ary, leads LSU with 10 RBI.

Holt had a 16-game hitting streak from April 6 through
May 19 last season, while the late Wally Pontiff had
hitting streaks of 19 (February 22-March 26) and 12
(April 6-26) games in 2002.

Naccarata’s improvement has carried over to the field.
Naccarata moved back to second base on Sunday after
starting four straight games at third base. After commit-
ting three errors in LSU’s first five games, he has ac-
cepted 20 consecutive chances without an error.

Holt gets hot on west coast

J.C. Holt left his batting slump in California this past
weekend, as he tied with lvan Naccarata for the highest
batting average in the Long Beach St. series, hit-

ting .385 (5-for-13).

The sophomore center fielder was 2-for4 on Saturday
and 2-for5 on Sunday against the Dirtbags, his first
multi-hit games since collecting back-to-back three-hit
games at Centenary and against Kansas in February.

Fittingly, Holt’s position on LSU”s batting average chart
matches his uniform number and position in the bat-
ting order, taking the team lead with a .349 mark.

Brother act

Brothers Clay and Will Harris started at third and first base,
respectively, in Sunday’s game at Long Beach St., making
the Slidell natives the first brothers to start in a baseball
game for LSU since Terry and Joey (Albert) Belle started in
the outfield on May 17, 1987 in the SEC Tournament cham-
pionship game against Mississippi St. in Athens.

Clay’s big debut

Clay Harris got his first start of the season on Sunday at
third base at Long Beach St. Prior to that, he made only
one plate appearance this season, drawing a walk at
Centenary on February 11.

Harris made the most of his first start in the field, going
3-for-5 with a pair of doubles for his second career
three-hit game, also done last March 9 against UL-
Monroe.

Harris, a 2002 honorable mention Freshman All-
America as a pitcher, has appeared only once on the
mound in 2003, going 2 2/3 innings on February 8
against Northwestern St.
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Pettit stops the bleeding yet again
When LSU needs a “stopper”, someone to end a losing
streak, more often than not, Bo Pettit is up to the task.

For the seventh time in his LSU career and the fourth
time since last March, Pettit stopped a Tiger skid dead in
its tracks with an outstanding pitching performance. On
Sunday at Long Beach St., Pettit hit three batters, walked
two, gave up five hits and threw 106 pitches, but he al-
lowed only one Dirtbag to cross home plate and struck
out three to win his first start of the season.

Pettit may not have been as fluid as he was in his victory
over Tulane in last year’s regional, or his three-hit shutout
of Vanderhilt last March, but he made up for his lack of
polish with tenacity. Long Beach stranded nine runners
through the first six innings, and incredibly, eight of those
nine runners were in scoring position. The Dirtbags had
runners on third base in four of the six innings, but got
one run.

Pettit is now 19-10 for his LSU career, and has broken
the 200 mark for his career in innings pitched (205.0)
and strikeouts (207).

Patterson goes deep twice

Ryan Patterson collected two hits at Long Beach St.
in the three-game series, and both hits left the park.
The sophomore from Texas hit two home runs vs.
the Dirtbags to give him a team high three homers
this year, tying him with Quinn Stewart for the team
lead.

Patterson’s solo shot on Friday accounted for LSU’s
only run, but Sunday’s two-run home run in the sixth
gave the Tigers a lead they would never relinquish.
Patterson’s first home run of his LSU career came
on February 16 in the series finale against Kansas.

Patterson, who is hitting .303 on the year, has been
at his best in the clutch this year, hitting .364 (4-for-
11) with runners in scoring position.

Bullpen stopping the bleeding

LSU enters tonight’s game with SLU with a solid 3.55 ERA,
and the Tigers can thank the relief corps for keeping the ERA
at a level near the SEC-leading 3.43 ERA of 2002.

Tiger relievers have posted a solid 1.49 ERA through the
season’s first 13 games, giving up just seven earned runs in
42 1/3 innings over 25 total appearances. LSU relievers
have given up a total of 21 runs, but 14 of those runs are
unearned, thanks in large part to 23 Tiger errors this year.

LSU relievers have given up just a .250 batting average this
season, 40 points lower than that yielded by LSU starters.

Most of this relief has come from players who did not take
the mound for in 2002. Junior college transfers Billy Sadler,
Brandon Nall and Nate Bumstead have combined for 15 of
the 25 relief appearances so far this year. Sophomore Jor-
dan Faircloth (3 appearances) did not pitch in his first two
years at LSU, while Greg Smith (2 appearances) is a true
freshman.

Stewart breaks homer drought

It had been 12 days between home runs for Quinn
Stewart, but the sophomore from Texas rediscov-
ered his power stroke in California, hitting his third
home run of 2003 in Sunday’s win over Long Beach
St.

Although Stewart attended high school and junior
college in Texas, the Long Beach series was a true
homecoming for Stewart, who was born in San Diego
and lived there until age 6, when he moved up the
coast to Los Alamitos, located just 10 miles from
Blair Field. He stayed in the Los Angeles area until
moving to the Lone Star State at age 12.

Gill out to break prolonged slump

Blake Gill sat out his first game of the season on
Sunday at Long Beach St., and hopefully the rest will
refocus the sophomore from Florida as he tries to
break out of a prolonged slump.

Gill began the season batting .500 (9-for-18), but
since that point, he has just one hit in his last 24 at-
bats, dropping his average for the season all the way
t0 .238.

Gill started the 2002 season O-for-17 before recov-
ering to hit .292 for the full season.

Saturday game with Winthrop pushed back

The start time for Saturday’s game with Winthrop has been pushed back from 2 p.m. to 3:30 p.m. to allow fans to
attend the LSU men’s basketball game against Alabama at the Pete Maravich Assembly Center at 1 p.m. The
men’s basketball game was set for 7 p.m. originally, but Jefferson-Pilot TV exercised its option to televise the game
and moved up the start time to the afternoon. To avoid a conflict, the LSU-Winthrop baseball game was moved

back by 90 minutes.

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LSU Coach Smoke Laval

Smoke Laval had a very successful first year as LSU’s coach, leading the Tigers to
the NCAA Super Regional round for the fourth consecutive year and posting a 44-
22 record. For his efforts, Laval was named the Louisiana Sportswriters’ Associa-
tion Louisiana coach of the year.

Laval was named Skip Bertman’s successor on July 18, 2000, and spent the
2001 season as the LSU administrative assistant. From 1994-2000, Laval
coached for seven years at Louisiana-Monroe, guiding the Indians to three NCAA
regional berths (1995, 1999, 2000) and a 241-159 mark. Among Laval’s pupils
at ULM was Ben Sheets, a 2000 member of the United States Olympic gold medal
team and a 2001 major league all-star with the Milwaukee Brewers.

Laval was Bertman’s top assistant at LSU from 1984-1993, helping the Tigers
reach the College World series six times and win the national championship in
1991 and 1993. Laval was also a graduate assistant at LSU under Jack Lamabe
in 1979 and an assistant at Florida in 1982 and 1983.
