Game 42: LSU at Louisiana-Monroe—Tuesday, April 23, 6:30 p.m., Monroe
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Road trip continues: LSU is at UL-Monroe tonight as the Tigers
are in a stretch that finds them on the road for 11 of 14
games.
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This will mark the return of LSU coach Smoke Laval to the
school where he coached from 1994-2000.

LSU dropped two of three this past weekend at South Caro-
lina, falling to a tie for sixth in the overall SEC standings.
The Tigers’ only home games between now and May 17 is
this weekend'’s series with Arkansas.

The Tigers are hitting just three points higher at home than
away (.299 to .296), but the pitching has struggled away
from home, posting a higher ERA (4.54 to 3.55) and oppo-
nents’ batting average (.315 to .265).

Scouting the Indians: ULM has recovered from a slow start to
climb above .500 at 21-20 overall and 12-6 in the Southland
Conference.

>
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In Laval’s seven-year tenure with the Indians, ULM went
241-159 and reached three NCAA regionals, including the
2000 championship round against eventual national cham-
pion LSU.

The Indians saw their nine-game winning streak snapped on
Friday by Sam Houston St., but ULM recovered to take the
final two games of the series with the Bearkats.

Since the three-game sweep by LSU in March, ULM is 16-9.
ULM will start junior right-hander Josh Martinez, who is 1-1
with a 4.71 ERA, but has started just once in 14 appeatr-
ances this year.

The Indians feature several players brought to Monroe by
Laval, led by four-year starter Ted White, who is batting .303
with five home runs on the year. White was a catcher under
Laval before switching to third base this year.

Earlier this year: LSU swept the Indians by scores of 4-3, 7-1
and 8-7 at Alex Box Stadium in March.

>

In the first game, LSU fell behind 3-0 after three innings and
were held scoreless until the eighth, when the Tigers ex-
ploded for four runs. The first two scored on a triple by
Blake Gill, and after wild pitch tied the game, Dustin Hahn
tripled home Matt Heath with the game-winner.

Lane Mestepey handcuffed the Indians in the second game,
walking none and giving up just one run over 8.0 innings.
LSU collected 15 hits in the contest, one short of its season
high.

Clay Harris was the star of the final game, becoming the first
and only LSU player to hit two home runs in a game this
year, connecting in the third and again in the seventh. LSU
had to hold off an Indian rally in the ninth to complete the
sweep.

About the series: LSU holds a 31-8 all-time edge and has won
8 of thelast 9.

Tigers look to bounce back

The Tigers find themselves in an unusual position
tonight in Monroe, as LSU is attempting to break
its first losing streak in a month.

The 4-2 and 4-3 losses at South Carolina repre-
sent just LSU’s third losing streak of the year. LSU
lost games on Feb. 24 to Houston and Mar. 2 to
Long Beach St., then went on a four-game losing
streak from Mar. 16-22.

The problem for the Tigers in the losses wasn’t so
much what they didn’t do, but rather South Caro-
lina’s stellar pitching. Over the final 20 innings of
the series, LSU collected just five runs and 16 hits
after getting nine runs and 11 hits in the first
seven innings on Friday. LSU batted just .216 (16-
for-74) with five runs scored in the last 20 innings
of the series.

When LSU wins, the Tigers’ batting average is 74
points higher (.324 to .250), but the big difference
is in the pitching, where LSU has an ERA of 2.92 in
its victories, 5.78 in the losses.

Midweek roll
LSU lost four of its first five midweek games in
2002, but the Tigers have righted their ship, enter-
ing Monroe on a four-game winning streak in mid-
week games, having defeated SLU on the road, Tu-
lane at the Superdome and UNO and Southern at

home.

LSU is hitting just .274 in its nine midweek games
this year, but the Tigers have collected 44 hits and
scored 39 runs during their current midweek roll.
The Tigers’ pitching has been solid all year in mid-
week contests, posting a 3.04 ERA and walking just
18 batters in 80 innings while striking out 68.

Harris back to the hill

LSU will likely send freshman right-hander Clay
Harris to the mound, and are hoping to get the
same results that the Tigers received seven days
ago.

In Harris’ last outing, he handcuffed a Southern
team that came in hitting .369, limiting the Jag-
uars to two singles over 5.0 innings as LSU took a
13-2 victory. It marked Harris’ first victory as a
starter and first of any kind in a month, as the Sli-
dell native’s only other win was a 5.1 inning relief
outing on Feb. 16 against Mercer.

Of course, the Indians remember welll what Harris
did with his bat rather than his right arm. Harris
was 5-for-10 in the three-game series with ULM
last month in Baton Rouge, going 3-for-5 in the
Tigers’ 7-1 win in game two, then clouting a pair of
two-run home runs in an 8-7 LSU win in the finale.

Coming home

Of course, Smoke Laval comes home to UL-
Monroe, where he coached from 1994-2000. He
becomes the second LSU coach in the last five
years to visit the school where he came from pre-
viously. Former football coach Gerry DiNardo won
a 7-6 decision at Vanderbilt in 1997.

LSU coach Smoke Laval

Ray “Smoke” Laval may be following a legend at
LSU in Skip Bertman, but Laval is no stranger to the
LSU program, having served 10 years (1984-93)
under Bertman as his top assistant and as a gradu-
ate assistant to Jack Lamabe (1979) before that.

Laval, who was named Bertman’s successor on July
18, 2000, came back to Baton Rouge after seven
successful seasons at Louisiana-Monroe. Laval
guided the Indians to a 241-159 record from 1994-
2000 and led ULM to three NCAA regional appear-
ances, including the regional final in 2000 against
LSU. He was named the Southland Conference
Coach of the year in 1999 and led the Indians to
the SLC crown in 1999 and 2000.

During Laval’s tenure as Bertman'’s top assistant,
LSU won 483 games, reached the College World
Series five times, and won the national champion-
ship in 1991 and 1993. Laval worked with 24 fu-
ture major league players during that time and re-
cruited nine first-team All-Americans.

The SEC East race continues to be a three-team race that looks like it will go down to the final day, while
the West has become a two-team race with three others trying to jockey for tournament position. A look
at the seventh conference weekend, with LSU hosting rival Arkansas:

Auburn at Alabama—The baseball version of the “Iron Bowl!” is just as intense as its gridiron counterpart,
but Tigers of the Plains in need of wins to stay afloat in the West.; Crimson Tide missed a golden opportu-
nity to put distance between itself and Ole Miss by dropping two to the Rebels at home.

Georgia at Florida—Bulldogs take to the road, where they’ve lost five of last six in conference play; Gators
are 5-1 at home in the league. Both teams took care of business by sweeping Kentucky and Vanderbilt,
although both struggled to do it, winning five of the six games by one run.

Tennessee at Ole Miss—Rebels are the league’s hottest team, winning 11 of 13 since a 1-4 start. Vols
looked good until late Saturday at Arkansas, but lost extra inning game and came out flat on Sunday. Big
Orange needs wins and quickly if they're to reach the SEC Tournament.

South Carolina at Kentucky—Gamecocks should maintain SEC East lead in Lexington against UK team
that’s been swept in back-to-back weekends and hasn’t won a league series in over a yeatr.

Mississippi State at Vanderbilt—Bulldogs lost two of three in Music City last year, but that was in March
before Commodores perform their perennial April swoon. LSU needs to perform well against Arkansas to
keep pace with the Starkville Dogs, who should sweep.




Pontiff starts new streak

Since his 19-game hitting streak ended on Mar. 29, it
seems like Wally Pontiff was a forgotten man in the Ti-
ger attack, especially given the hot roll that shortstop
Aaron Hill was on.

Pontiff has picked it back up as of late, as he comes
into tonight’s game having hit safely in his last 10
games, batting .472 (17-for-36) with seven RBI during
the stretch. Pontiff batted .457 (32-for-70) during his
19-game streak, which still stands as the longest in the
SEC this season.

Pontiff has hit safely in 29 of his last 31 games, miss-
ing only on Mar. 29 against Mississippi State and Apr. 5
at Auburn.

During the current streak, Pontiff has at least two hits
in six of the 10 games, raising his season batting aver-
age from .360 to .388, which is currently tops on the
team. Pontiff also leads the team in doubles (15),
home runs (5) and slugging percentage (.497).

Pontiff now finds himself fifth on the LSU career batting
average list at .356 (227-for637), and his 2 27 hits
leave him just seven shy from breaking into the top 10
in that category. The LSU captain also broke into an-
other career top 10 list this weekend, as he now has
44 doubles, tied for eighth on the list with Wes
Grisham, Brad Hawpe and Keith Osik.

Holt gets up off bench, homers

What do you do to make your first at-bat in eight
days a special one? LSU’s J.C. Holt certainly
knows the answer to that one.

The Tigers’ second baseman hadn’t swung a bat
since the second game of the Georgia series, but
he sure came in handy on Sunday in South Caro-
lina. Holt hit for Dustin Hahn to start the ninth
and lifted a home run to the opposite field in left
for his second homer of the year, drawing the
Tigers to within 4-3.

Holt has been on the bench due to the fact oppo-
nents have been starting left-handed pitchers.
With UL-Monroe scheduled to start a right-hander
tonight, Holt will likely return to the starting
lineup.

Holt’s last start was a good one, as he went 4-for-
5 in the Tigers’ Apr. 13 win over Georgia. Prior to
that game, Holt had never had more than two
hits in one game.

The Tigers could certainly use Holt’s bat in the
lineup, as the true freshman is hitting .320 on
the year.

Wilson gets career high in tough luck loss

LSU may have lost 4-2 on Saturday at South Caro-
lina, but it certainly wasn’t for a lack of effort by
LSU starting pitcher Brian Wilson. Wilson may have
lost to the Gamecocks for the second straight year,
but he also set a career high in the process by strik-
ing out eight over 5.1 innings. Wilson’s previous
high for Ks came on Mar. 29 against Mississippi St.,
when he fanned six in 4.0 innings of relief.

Wilson also got victimized by his defense in South
Carolina, as he gave up his 12th unearned run of
the year, the most on the LSU staff.

David finds bright spot in tough year

It has been a tough year for LSU hurler Brad David,
but surprisingly, the Baton Rouge native turned in
his best performance of the year at South Carolina
on Saturday, pitching 2.1 scoreless innings of relief,
including pitching out of a bases-loaded jam in the
sixth inning to keep the Tigers within striking dis-
tance. David has now appeared in a team high 16
games for the Tigers in 2002.

Barker in a surprising slump

One Tigers who found the pitching tough in South
Carolina was senior right fielder Sean Barker.
Barker went just 2-for-13 in the three games
against the Gamecocks, and did not get a hit in
the final two games of the series, both LSU
losses.

Barker is now hitless in consecutive games for
the third time this year. He failed to get a hitin
the three games against Long Beach St. in
March, and also failed to get hits in February
against Mercer and Centenary.

Barker was just 2-for-16 in four games last week,
but his batting average is still third on the team
at .360, and it hasn’t fallen below .333 at any
point in 2002. Barker still maintains the LSU
lead in RBI (37) and stolen bases (17).

Fab four

UL-Monroe marks the first in-state opponent LSU is fac-
ing four times in the regular season since going 1-3
against UNO in 1984, Skip Bertman'’s first year. Of
course, LSU was 1-4 against Tulane last year, but three
of those games were in the NCAA super regional.
