LSU has lost three of its last four games, including two of
three over the weekend to Vanderbilt.

LSU is now 1-2 in SEC play for the third consecutive year.
The Tigers are just 4-3 against in-state foes.

Tonight marks the start of a five-game road trip for LSU,
and the Tigers’ first away game since Feb. 24 at Hous-
ton. LSU is 2-2 away from Baton Rouge in 2002.

Last Meeting: The Ragin Cajuns defeated the Tigers 2-1
last Tuesday at Alex Box Stadium.

The game was scoreless through the first six innings, as
pitchers Justin Gabriel of UL-Lafayette and Jake Tomp-
kins of LSU put on a classic pitchers’ duel.

The Cajuns scored the game’s first run off of LSU’s Lane
Mestepey in the seventh inning despite not getting a hit
in the inning. Bryan Sneed scored the run on a hit-by-
pitch, a stolen base, a wild pitch and a sacrifice fly by
Phillip Hawke.

UL-Lafayette added a run in the ninth on Jason ‘Wilson’s
RBI single.

LSU’s only run came in the bottom of the ninth on Sean
Barker’s RBI single.

Gabriel fired a complete game and struck out eight, while
Tompkins struck out six over 6.0 innings and gave up
just three hits.

Last time in Lafayette: LSU won a 12-8, 10-inning decision
in 1999 in the Tigers’ last game at Moore Field.

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Ryan Theriot was the hero, as the then-freshman laced a
two-run double to break the tie in the extra frame.

Eric Hendrickson gave LSU a 4-0 lead in the third with a
three-run homer.

Brandon Bowe allowed just one earned run and struck
out six over 5.0 innings of relief to earn the win.

About the series: LSU has won five of the last seven meet-
ings between the schools and holds a 41-19 all-time edge.

The Tigers’ 8-5 win in
the 1991 South Regional final propelled LSU to its first
national championship.

Vargas gets the call

True freshman left-hander Jason Varags will get his
first career start on the mound tonight at UL-
Lafayette.

The Apple Valley, Calif., native has pitched 3.0 in-
nings this year, giving up one hit and striking out
three. He last pitched on Saturday agianst Vander-
bilt, giving up one hit and got the final two outs in
the ninth inning. He also pitched on Feb. 17 against
Mercer and Mar. 9 against UL-Monroe.

Vargas has played in 14 games overall and started
eight at both first base and as a designated hitter,
batting .216. His big moment was a pinch-hit grand
slam that gave LSU the lead for good in a Feb. 16
win over Mercer.

Vargas is the second true freshman this year to
start both on the mound and in the field. The other
is Clay Harris, whose first career start came on
March 5 against Tulane. Vargas and Harris are two
of three true freshmen to start on the mound for the
Tigers in 2002; the other is Jason Determann, who
started on Feb. 20 at Centenary but has been side-
lined for the year since after undergoing Tommy
John surgery to repair a damaged ligament in his
elbow.

Vargas will become the eighth different Tiger to start
on the mound this year. LSU starting pitchers have
a solid 3.29 ERA in 139.1 innings this year, allowing
just 29 walks and striking out 134.

Tigers among SEC best on the mound

LSU’s 3.73 team ERA ranks the Tigers fourth in the
SEC this week in pitching, trailing only Alabama
(2.55), Auburn (3.31) and Mississippi State (3.43).
The Tigers haven’t had a season ERA that low since
posting a 3.38 mark in 1996.

Unfortunately, the Tigers’ hitting and fielding have
undermined the pitching efforts. LSU ranks ninth in
the conference in hitting at .287, and 11th in the
league in fielding at .951, with a conference-high 44
errors.

In-state roller coaster

LSU comes into tonight’s game with the Cajuns at
only 4-3 against in-state competition. Three of the
Tigers’ wins came the weekend before last in a
sweep of UL-Monroe, and the other was on Feb.
20 at Centenary.

The Tigers have lost two straight Tuesday night
games, to Tulane and UL-Lafayette, both at Alex
Box Stadium. The Tigers have struggled against
the Green Wave, losing six of their last seven, but
the loss to the Cajuns was just the second in the
last seven meetings between the schools.

LSU was 10-7 last year against Louisiana teams,
but four of the losses were to CWS participant Tu-
lane. The Tigers will likely be hard-pressed to
match the school’s best record ever against in-
state foes, a 17-1 record in 1995.




Going for the record
LSU third baseman Wally Pontiff can set a personal
record tonight with a hit against the Ragin Cajuns.

A hit would extend Pontiff’s hitting streak to 15
games, one more than the 14-game streak he fash-
ioned to end the 2001 season. The longest streak
for the Tigers in 2001 was a 17-game streak by Ryan
Theriot.

Pontiff has five three-hit games during the streak, as
his average stands at .519 (27-for-52) during the
streak, leaving his season average at a team-

best .416. Pontiff also leads the Tigers in slugging
percentage (.610), on-base percentage (.530) and
walks (21).

No other LSU player currently has a streak longer
than three games. The next longest hitting streak
this year is a seven-game streak by Aaron Hill from
Feb. 8-16 and Mar. 2.

Pontiff’s two-run home run on Friday was the 200th
hit of his LSU career, and he currently stands with
202 hits and a .356 career batting average. Pontiff
needs 32 hits to tie Trey McClure for 10th on the ca-
reer LSU list at 234. Eddy Furniss is the career LSU
and SEC leader in hits with 352.

The lineup shuffle
By the time SEC play rolls around, most coaches
hope to have their starting lineup set.

But setting a lineup for LSU this year has been
about as easy as crossing the Mississippi River in
a leaky rowboat.

The Tigers have used 22 different lineups in 22
games this year, as no two batting orders have
been alike. The only constant in those 22 line-
ups has been Sean Barker starting in right field.

A total of 17 different players have started for
the Tigers this season, with four different players
starting at first base and seven at designated
hitter. A total of 16 different players started in
the Tigers’ 67 games in 2001.

One-run woes

LSU has now lost its last two one-run games, drop-
ping decisions last Tuesday to UL-Lafayette and
Sunday to Vanderbilt, leaving the Tigers 6-5 in one-
run games.

Sunday’s game was the second game in which LSU
has lost a game in the ninth inning this year. As
was the case on Feb. 24 at Houston, the pitcher in
the ninth was Brian Wilson, and as was the case
then, the Tigers gave up all unearned runs in the
ninth inning against Vanderbilt. The loss dropped
Wilson to 3-2 on the season, as the New Hampshire
native gave up the game-winning double to John
Kaye. Only three of the 11 runs Wilson has given
up this year have been earned.

LSU has now played at least one one-run game in
every three-game series this year except the series
against Mercer in February. The Tigers are 5-2 in
weekend one-run games, but only 1-3 in midweek
one-run games, defeating Centenary on Feb. 20 and
losing to SLU, Tulane and UL-Lafayette.

LSU played only 12 one-run games in 67 contests in
2001, going 5-7 in those games.

Slow start in the SEC again

LSU now has gone three consecutive years with a
1-2 start in the SEC, something the Tigers hadn’t
done in three straight years since 1972-74 under
Jim Smith.

LSU started 1-2 in the league just three times un-
der Skip Bertman, and each time the Tigers at
least won a division title, wining the SEC West in
2000 and 2001, as well as the overall SEC title in
1990.

Tigers tumble out of Top 10

Yes, the Tigers tumbled out of the Top 10 this
week, as LSU is ranked 14th by both Baseball
America and Collegiate Baseball and 16th by
ESPN/Baseball Weekly. The Tigers had been
ranked in the top 10 of all three polls for the en-
tire season prior to this week, including a high of
number two on February 11 in the Baseball
Weekly poll.

LSU still has the SEC’s longest current streak of
being ranked in the polls, a string of 53 con-
secutive ranking periods. The last time LSU did
not appear in any of the three polls was on April
19, 1999, when LSU was 25-16 and in last
place in the SEC West with a 9-9 mark.

LSU was in the Top 10 for all but three weeks of
the 2001 season, falling out after losing five of
its final six regular season games to Arkansas
and Auburn.

Ray “Smoke” Laval may be following a legend at
LSU in Skip Bertman, but Laval is no stranger to the
LSU program, having served 10 years (1984-93)
under Bertman as his top assistant and as a gradu-
ate assistant to Jack Lamabe (1979) before that.

Laval, who was named Bertman’s successor on July
18, 2000, came back to Baton Rouge after seven
successful seasons at Louisiana-Monroe. Laval
guided the Indians to a 241-159 record from 1994-
2000 and led ULM to three NCAA regional appeatr-
ances, including the regional final in 2000 against
LSU. He was named the Southland Conference
Coach of the year in 1999 and led the Indians to
the SLC crown in 1999 and 2000.

During Laval’s tenure as Bertman’s top assistant,
LSU won 483 games, reached the College World
Series five times, and won the national champion-
ship in 1991 and 1993. Laval worked with 24 fu-
ture major league players during that time and re-
cruited nine first-team All-Americans.
