Back to action: The Tigers conclude their brief homestand to-

night when they host New Orleans.

[0 The Tigers’ scheduled game on Sunday against Mississippi
State was canceled by rain after the teams split the first two
games of the series.

[0 LSUis playing its first midweek home game tonight since
March 12 against UL-Lafayette. LSU is 0-3 in midweek
home games this year and 3-3 in all in-state home games in
2002.

Scouting the Privateers: UNO comes in at 17-11 after taking

the final two games of their series with Middle Tennessee.

[0 The Privateers are under the leadership of former Minne-
sota Twins outfielder Randy Bush, who was part of the 1987
and 1991 world championship teams in the Twin Cities.

[l Bush is one of four former UNO players now serving as Divi-
sion | head coaches.

[0 Bush led UNO to the 2000 Sun Belt regular season champi-
onship and a regional berth, but fell to 25-32 last year,
UNO'’s third non-winning season in the last four years.

[0  Prior to the Middle Tennessee series, UNO split a pair of
games with Mississippi St. in Starkville, winning 7-3 last
Tuesday and losing 7-1 on Wednesday.

(1 UNO dropped two of three to UL-Lafayette to open Sun Belt
play just after the Cajuns blanked the Tigers.

[0 The Privateers are led at the plate by third baseman J.D.
Huether, who is hitting .388.

[0 Left-handed pitcher Brandon Kling, a teammate of LSU
pitchers Brad David and Jason Determann at Catholic High,
pitched a 5-0 shutout over Tulane on March 20, breaking a
five-game losing streak to the Green wave.

About the Series: LSU has won the last eight meetings of the

series to take a 38-29 all-time edge.

[0 The Tigers were easy winners in both meetings last year,
winning 7-2 at Alex Box Stadium and 12-1 at Zephyr Field in
a game called after seven innings by the 10-run rule.

[l UNO last beat the Tigers with a two-game sweep in 1997,
winning 6-4 at Privateer Park (now Ron Maestri Field), then
winning 11-8 at Baton Rouge.

[0 Current UNO coach Randy Bush has lost all four meetings to
the Tigers, with LSU scoring 10 or more runs in three of
those contests.

[0 The Tigers will visit the Privateers at Zephyr Field on April
30. LSU is 4-0 against UNO in the Triple-A ballpark since the
series moved there in 1998.

[0 LSU coach Smoke Laval was just 3-6 against UNO at UL-
Monroe, but two of those wins came in the 2000 NCAA Re-
gional at Alex Box Stadium.

[l Since Ron Maestri’s retirement from coaching after the
1985 season, LSU leads the series 30-7.

Pettit gets the start
For the fourth time in the last three years, UNO will
get a look at LSU right-hander Bo Pettit.

Pettit, who has been the Tigers’ Friday starter the
entire season, will start tonight and get three in-
nings of work after going just 3-plus innings in Fri-
day’s loss to Mississippi State in the shortest start
of his career. The Houston native gave up six runs
(five earned) on eight hits and walked three in the
15-4 loss to the Bulldogs, leaving Pettit at 2-4 on
the year with 4.38 ERA.

Pettit has struggled in his last two starts, as he
yielded eight walks and eight runs in 4.1 innings in
a March 22 loss at Ole Miss.

Petitt’s best outing of the season was a four-hit,
complete game shutout of Vanderbilt on Mar. 15,
when he threw his first career complete game in a
6-0 LSU triumph.

Last year, Pettit went 3.0 innings and gave up one
hit and one unearned run to pick up the victory at
Zephyr Field (NCAA rules allow a starter who goes
less than five innings to be declared the winner if a
predetermined rotation is used). He started both
games in 2000 against UNO, pitching 4.0 shutout
innings with six strikeouts to earn the victory in Ba-
ton Rouge, then giving up two runs on three hits in
3.0 innings two weeks later at Zephyr Field.

With Pettit starting tonight, a change in the Tigers’
rotation is likely, as Lane Mestepey will likely start
Friday at Auburn, with Pettit probably moving back
to Sunday and either Jake Tompkins or Jason Var-
gas getting the nod on Saturday.

Midweek home woes

It's hard to believe, but LSU hasn’t won a midweek home game this year. The Tigers are 0-3 in Tuesday
night home games, losing to SLU, Tulane and Louisiana-Lafayette, with all three setbacks coming by one
run. LSU’s last midweek home win came last year with a 7-4 win over SLU on April 24.

Last week’s 9-7 win in Hammond over SLU improved LSU to 2-4 in midweek games, with the only other
win coming on Feb. 20 at Centenary. Of the Tigers’ six midweek games, only the 7-0 loss at UL-Lafayette

on Mar. 19 was decided by more than two runs.

LSU’s biggest problem in the midweek games has been the lack of hitting, as LSU is batting just .252
and scored just 25 runs in those six games. Four Tigers are hitting below the “Mendoza Line” of .200 in
those games, including Matt Heath, who is batting .185 in the midweek, but is second on the team with

a .360 batting average in eight SEC contests.




Hot Hill

It didn’t’ take Aaron Hill long after recovering from
his separated shoulder to provide a spark for the
Tigers" struggling offense.

Hill has hit safely in his last six games, batting .577
(15-for-26) with four doubles and 10 RBI in those
contests. He has collected at least two hits in each
of his last five games.

Hill saved his best for Saturday’s contest against
Mississippi St., going 4-for-5 with a career high 4
RBI. He was just a triple short of hitting for the cycle,
and clubbed his first home run since last April 22
against Vanderbilt with a two-run blast in the first
inning.

It was the second four-hit game for Hill, joining a 4-
for-5 effort last March 2 at Arizona St. Hill also
knocked in four runs in that game, as well as last
Apr. 7 at South Carolina.

The California native and 2001 Freshman All-
America is by far LSU’s leading hitter in SEC play,
batting a cool .485 (16-for-33) with 7 RBl and a
solid .541 on-base percentage.

During the hitting streak, Hill has raised his average
from .255 to .370, second on the team to Wally Pon-
tiff's .382 mark.

Wally’s new streak

After watching his 19-game hit streak fall by the way-
side on Friday, Wally Pontiff did what any good hitter
would do the next day—start a new streak.

Pontiff did so in style, collecting two doubles and a
pair of RBI in the eighth inning to ensure a 7-3 LSU
victory. The two-hit game was the first for the Tiger
captain since going 3-for-4 on Mar. 10 against UL-

Monroe.

Pontiff’s average had dropped 57 points in a span of
eight games from a season high of .435 to .378, but
Saturday’s game raised that mark four points
t0.382.

Terminator Tompkins

Jake Tompkins certainly couldn’t have asked for
a tougher task in his first LSU relief assignment
on Saturday: hold Mississippi St. at bay for two
outs with the bases loaded and the top of the
order at the plate with the Tigers ahead, 4-3.

Tompkins did just that, then proceeded to face
just six batters over the final two innings to earn
his first career save in a 7-3 LSU triumph.

Actually, starter Lane Mestepey got the ball roll-
ing. In the seventh, Mestepey had yielded a two-
run homer to MSU slugger Matthew Brinson to
cut the Tiger lead to 4-3, then loaded the bases
with no outs. Mestepey fanned Jon Mungle, then
Tompkins came in to face right-handed hitters
Matthew Maniscalco and Chad Henry. Tompkins
fanned Mansicaclo, then got Henry to lift a lazy
fly ball to David Raymer in center to end the in-
ning.

Tompkins fanned the side in the eighth, and after
walking the leadoff batter in the ninth, he got
Robby Goodson to ground into the game-ending
double play.

Tompkins, who is now 2-0 with a 3.35 ERA on the
year, might return to the starting rotation at Au-
burn this weekend, but that has yet to be deter-
mined by Smoke Laval.

In a pinch

Eric Wiethorn’s pinch-hit home run on Saturday gave
the Tigers four on the year, but it was the Tigers’ first
pinch-hit homer since Dustin Hahn’s shot on Feb. 20
at Centenary. The other two pinch-hit homers are
grand slams against Mercer, done by Jason Vargas
on Feb. 16 and Clay Harris on Feb. 17. It was also
Wiethorn’s first homer since the Centenary game.

Out of the rankings

For the first time since April 19, 1999, the Ti-
gers are not ranked in all three of the weekly
baseball polls.

Baseball America and Collegiate Baseball
dropped LSU after the Tigers lost two of three to
Ole Miss and to UL-Lafayette two weeks ago,
but ESPN/Baseball Weekly kept the Tigers at
No. 22. This week, however, the coaches who
vote in the Baseball Weekly poll put the Tigers
out, in 30th place overall with 50 votes.

Prior to this week, LSU had been ranked for 56
consecutive weeks in at least one poll, and for
54 weeks were ranked in all three polls. The
Tigers reached the top spot in all three polls, of
course, following their 2000 national champion-
ship, and were number one in the first week of
May in the Baseball Weekly poll, only to be
swept that weekend by Arkansas. .
