The Tigers conclude their five-game road trip tonight when they
face Southeastern Louisiana in Hammond.

[0 LSU has lost five of its last six games, including two of three at
Ole Miss this past weekend.

[0 The Tigers enter tonight at just 3-5 on the road, and LSU is batting
40 points lower (.284 to .324) than its hosts.

[0 The Tigers come in at just 4-4 against Louisiana opponents in
2002, including a 1-4 mark in midweek games.

[0 LSUis 2-4 in the SEC for the first time since 1984, Skip Bert-
man’s first year with the Tigers.

Scouting the Lions: SLU comes in at 13-11 and 3-3 in the Southland

Conference.

[0 SLU split a doubleheader on Sunday at Sam Houston St., losing
the opener 4-2 and winning the nightcap 6-5. The Bearkats won
the SLC series, 2-1 with a win on Saturday.

[0 SLU is 4-2 against Louisiana foes, including a two-game sweep of
UNO. The Lions lost on March 13 to Tulane, 6-1.

[0 The Lions will start freshman pitcher Paul Labiche, a 2001 New
York Mets draftee. Labiche comes in with no record and a 4.91
ERA, having pitched in just 3.2 innings this year.

Last meeting: The Lions struck for three runs in the eighth inning
and held on for a 4-3 victory on February 12 at Baton Rouge, break-
ing a 16-game losing streak to LSU.

[0 The big blow was a two-run double by Rhett Buras, which gave the
Lions a 3-2 lead. Pinch hitter Joey Duhe added an RBI single for
the eventual winning run.

[0 The Tigers lost despite a good outing from starting pitcher Chad
Vaught. In what has been his only appearance of 2002, Vaught
struck out eight and allowed just one run over 6.0 innings.

(1 Lion reliever Craig Gonzales picked up the win, giving up one run
in 2.1 innings of relief. Jeff Stempel got Blake Gill to fly out for the
final out to pick up the save.

[0 Sean Barker hit the Tigers’ first home run of 2002 in the ninth
inning.

About the Series: LSU still holds a commanding 46-16 edge in the
series as the Lions go for their first season sweep of the Tigers
since 1969.

[0 SLU hasn’t beaten the Tigers in Hammond since a 9-8 victory in
1988. LSU has won its last six trips to Alumni Field, including an
11-4 victory in 2000.

[0 Greg Marten won just his second game against LSU in 19 tries
earlier this year. His other victory over the Tigers was a 15-2 tri-
umph in Baton Rouge in his rookie year of 1991.

[0 LSU coach Smoke Laval is now 10-5 against the Lions, as he was
10-4 against SLU during his seven seasons at UL-Monroe.

Pontiff keeps streak alive

He may have only one hit in each of his last seven games,
but it's enough for Wally Pontiff to come into Hammond to-
night on an 18-game hitting streak, the longest current
streak in the SEC.

Pontiff, the Tigers’ third baseman and captain, is bat-

ting .463 (31-for-67) with 16 RBI during the streak, leaving
his season average at a team-high .391. Pontiff is also the
team leader in on-base percentage (.513), and has walked
25 times while striking out just 12 times in 120 plate ap-
pearances. It's hard to believe that before this streak
started a month ago, Pontiff had a .200 batting average.

Pontiff has five three-hit games and three two-hit games
during the streak, but his last multi-hit game was a 3-for-4
outing on Mar. 10 against UL-Monroe.

He’s still got a ways to go to catch Todd Walker’s 33-game
hitting streak, which is the longest in LSU history and sec-
ond longest in SEC history, but Pontiff needs just two more
games to have the first 20-game hitting streak since Cedrick
Harris’ 21-game streak from Apr. 8-May 13 of 2000.

Harris back to the hill
For the first time in three weeks, LSU freshman
Clay Harris will take the mound, as he starts to-

night’s game at SLU.

Harris has spent the last eight game as the Tigers’
starter at first base, but has struggled against SEC
pitching, going 1-for-18 with nine strikeouts in
league games. Harris hit two home runs in a March
10 win over UL-Monroe, but since then, he’s 2-for-
26.

Harris last pitched on March 5 against Tulane, as
he made his first career start and struck out eight
in 5.1 innings, giving up five runs (four earned) on
10 hits, getting no decision in a 6-5 Green Wave
victory. For the year, Harris is 1-0 with a 4.96 ERA,
appearing in six games (two starts) and going 16.1
innings. His victory came in 3.2 innings of relief on
Feb. 16 against Mercer.

One of Harris’ better outings on the hill came in the
earlier meeting with SLU at Baton Rouge. In that
game, Harris struck out three in 1.2 perfect innings
of relief in a 4-3 Lions victory.

Tigers looking to break midweek slump

With the increased emphasis on midweek games under the
new NCAA tournament format, LSU is looking for a win to-
night to break a three-game losing streak on Tuesday nights.

The Tigers are winless in midweek games this month and 1-
4 for the season, with the lone win coming on February 20 at
Shreveport against Centenary. Three of the four midweek
losses have been by one run, with the lone exception being a
7-0 loss last Tuesday at UL-Lafayette.

LSU is hitting just .249 in the five midweek games this year,
undermining a pitching staff that has posted a respectable
3.27 ERA. In those games, the Tigers have also committed
11 errors leading to nine unearned runs.

Thanks to the sweep of UL-Monroe earlier this month, LSU is
4-4 against in-state foes. Including tonight, the Tigers have
six games left against in-state foes, with games at SLU, Tu-
lane (in the Superdome), UL-Monroe and UNO (at Zephyr
Field), while hosting UNO and Southern.

Slammed

The grand slam by Ole Miss’ Josh Christian was the first
allowed by an LSU pitcher since Billy Brian yielded a bases-
loaded homer last May 11 to Auburn’s Gabe Gross. The
biggest difference was the fact Gross’ shot came with LSU
ahead 15-1.




Stability in numbers

Yes, the Tigers’ lineup tonight will have to be different
than what is was at Ole Miss, because LSU first base-
man Clay Harris will be starting on the mound.

However, LSU coach Smoke Laval stuck with one
lineup in Oxford this past weekend, something he had-
n’t done all year.

Friday’s lineup was the 24th different lineup in 24
games, but the lineup remained the same on Saturday
and Sunday, marking the first time since last year’s
regional championship round against VCU that LSU
featured the same nine in the same order.

The same lineup in three straight games? You have to
go back to the final five games of 2000, when the Ti-
gers used the same order to win the super regional
over UCLA, then beat Texas, USC, Florida St. and Stan-
ford to win the national championship in Omaha.

This year, the only constant in the starting lineup has
been Sean Barker in right field, as a total of 17 differ-
ent Tigers have started at least three games.

Hill back in groove

After missing nearly a month with a separated shoulder,
it appears that Aaron Hill has rediscovered his timing at
the plate.

The sophomore shortstop was the Tigers’ leading hitter
against Ole Miss, batting .462 (6-for-13) with five runs
scored. Hill went 3-for-5 on Sunday for his third career
three-hit game, joining a 4-for-6 effort last Mar. 3 at Ari-
zona St. and a 3-for-6 game last Mar. 16 against Florida.

Hill is hitting .417 (10-for-24) in SEC play and has scored
a team-high eight runs in conference games.

Power outage still on

For the third time this year, LSU went an entire week-
end without a home run, as Ole Miss kept the Tigers in
the confines of Swayze Field for three games.

LSU hasn’t hit a home run in its last four games, with
the last shot being a Matt Heath solo home run to lead-
off the second inning, a span of 35 innings and 166 at-
bats. The Tigers also failed to homer in the three-game
series against Birmingham-Southern (Feb. 8-10 at
home) and at Houston (Feb. 22-24).

The Tigers have 18 home runs in 26 games this year,
leaving them on pace for just 39 home runs in the
regular season, two fewer than the lowest number of
the Bertman era, which was 41 in 1988. LSU has hit
more than two homers in one game just once this year,
and that was three on Mar. 2 against Long Beach St. in
the second game of a doubleheader.

Hot Heath

His ejection from last Tuesday’s game at UL-Lafayette
notwithstanding, the Tigers’ hottest hitter is senior left
fielder Matt Heath.

Heath went 3-for-10 at Ole Miss this weekend to leave
his average in SEC play at a team-high .444 (8-for-18),
as five of his eight hits have gone for extra bases with

three doubles and a pair of home runs.

After a slow start, Heath has enjoyed a great March, bat-
ting .353 (18-for-51) in the Tigers’ 15 games this month,
collecting a team-high 10 RBI and posting a team-

best .667 slugging percentage during the month.

Heath’s only weak point has been his struggles from the
right side of the plate, batting just .18 against left-
handed pitching (.333 last year) compared to a

strong .407 (.269 last year) from the left side.

Tigers walks way up

LSU pitchers walked 22 batters in 25.0 innings this
weekend at Ole Miss, compared to 53 in the first 210.2
innings in the 23 previous games. Prior to the Ole Miss
series, LSU pitchers had walked on more than 10 in a
three-game series. LSU’s nine walks on Friday are the
most since passing 10 last Apr. 18 at Northwestern St.

Not quite gone

For the first time since April 26, 1999, LSU is ranked in
only one of the three polls. The Tigers are 22nd in this
week’s ESPN/Baseball Weekly poll, but are not to be
found in the Baseball America or Collegiate Baseball
polls.

Nonetheless, LSU’s streak of being ranked now stands
at 55 consecutive weeks, as the last time the Tigers
were out of all three polls was on April 19, 1999, when
the Tigers were 24-15 and in last place in the SEC West
at 9-9.

Surprisingly, LSU is ranked in one poll, but this week-
end's opponent, Mississippi State, isn’'t ranked in any
poll despite being ahead of the Tigers in the SEC at 3-3.
South Carolina, Florida, Ole Miss, Alabama and Auburn
are ranked in all three polls, while Georgia is ranked only
by Collegiate Baseball.

LSU coach Smoke Laval

Ray “Smoke” Laval may be following a legend at
LSU in Skip Bertman, but Laval is no stranger to the
LSU program, having served 10 years (1984-93)
under Bertman as his top assistant and as a gradu-
ate assistant to Jack Lamabe (1979) before that.

Laval, who was named Bertman’s successor on July
18, 2000, came back to Baton Rouge after seven
successful seasons at Louisiana-Monroe. Laval
guided the Indians to a 241-159 record from 1994-
2000 and led ULM to three NCAA regional appeatr-
ances, including the regional final in 2000 against
LSU. He was named the Southland Conference
Coach of the year in 1999 and led the Indians to
the SLC crown in 1999 and 2000.

During Laval’s tenure as Bertman’s top assistant,
LSU won 483 games, reached the College World
Series five times, and won the national champion-
ship in 1991 and 1993. Laval worked with 24 fu-
ture major league players during that time and re-
cruited nine first-team All-Americans.
